	Triage Activity

	Exercise:  Conducting Triage



	Purpose:  This exercise is intended to allow you to practice conducting triage in a high-pressure situation.  

Instructions:  Follow the steps below to complete this exercise:



	1. Work in 6-person groups.  In each group, three participants will act as victims, and three will act as search and rescue team members (two rescuers and one runner).

2. The “victims” should select a card from the Instructor and tape it to their shirts. 

3. Have students develop a scenario for each category of triage, (immediate, delayed, dead).

4. Exchange cards with another group.

5. Have each group work through the cards that were exchanged.

6. The victims should arrange themselves within the designated “disaster” area.



	7. The three “rescuers” will have 5 minutes to:

· Conduct triage on each of the victims and determine how each should be tagged and treated.

· Document the number of victims in each category of triage (immediate, delayed, and dead).




The instructor should monitor the groups and give appropriate feedback.

After the exercise is complete, have student write a report about their triage. Include steps that were performed correctly, what they could have done differently.

Open discussion with the class related to this exercise.
