Your Community is at risk for a landslide because is situated near a volcano.
Your Community is at risk for mud slides because it is located in Colorado.
Landslides are caused by disturbances in the natural stability of a slope.  They can happen after heavy rains, droughts, earthquakes or volcanic eruptions.  Mudslides develop when water rapidly collects in the ground and results in a surge of water-soaked rock, earth and debris.  Mudslides usually begin on steep slopes and can be triggered by natural disasters.  Areas where wildfires or construction have destroyed vegetation on slopes are at high-risk of landslides during and after heavy rains.
