Victims: 
· Bleeding from severe abdominal wound and unable to move lower extremities.

· Trapped under metal, can't feel legs, yelling for help. 
· Broken arm, yelling in pain.
· No obvious injuries, separated from sibling, crying.
· Yelling, extreme blood loss from near-amputation of leg.
· In and out of consciousness, vomiting. 

· No pulse, no breathing.
· Severe eye injuries, can't see, cuts on face.
· Frantically yelling for help, not seriously injured but trapped in rubble, with young child. 
· Unconscious, breathing, broken femur.
Non-injured victims:

· Frantic mother searching for child.
· Resource officer looking to help.

· Principal bossing people around.
· Student in awe of recent events but getting in the way.
