Culminating Task - Risk Management Scenario
It is an extremely busy day at Memorial General Hospital and Trauma Center (MGHTC) 3-11 shift on Friday June 13, 2010.  A catastrophic accident has just occurred 20 miles away, however the closest trauma center is on bypass and the injured will be brought to MGHTC. The following cases are presently being cared for in the emergency room: 

Case 1:  a 40 year-old-male---vomiting blood

Case 2: a 56 year-old female---fell in the hallway on the way to visit her sister (an 

             inpatient at MGHTC) room 222 

Case 3:  a 33 year-old male---possible rib fracture (Andrew Speaker) 

Case 4:  a 62 year-old female---chest pain 

Case 5:  a 30 year-old female----seizures

Fortunately 5 beds are available to receive the surviving adult accident victims, three children will be flown by helicopter to Children’s Memorial Hospital. Although staffing is not at its best today, (several staff members called in sick),

The following teams are available Medical, Nursing, Patient Care Technician, Lab, Radiology, and Administrative (Hospital Administrator, Charge Nurse, Risk management consultant).
In Addition to Routine Care, the following Incidences take place:

Incident 1:

Nurse 1____________ is assisting MD 1___________ who has determined that Case 1_____________ has esophageal varices and will need a Blakemore tube inserted. The patient is combative and MD1 has ordered Valium (Diazepam) 2mg IV stat; as Nurse 1 leans toward patient to administer the medication, the patient vomits and blood is splattered into the eye of Nurse 1.  Emergency care is given to Nurse 1 by Nurse 2 and Nurse 1 then returns to her duties.
Incident 2:

MD 1 has completed a workup on Case 3, and after consulting with the CDC, has determined that this case now has to be isolated and placed in a negative flow room.  Everyone that has been in contact within 3 feet of his patient must now be tested for a rare form of TB that is unresponsive to the usual medication. Case 3 is ambulatory and has been in many places within the ER.  Nurse 2 has been in contact as well as PCT 1, a Phlebotomist,  and Radiology Tech, to name a few.  Risk Management has been notified and will respond to the ER as soon as possible. 
Incident 3:

MD 2 is taking care of Case 5 and has completed his initial H&P.  The patient is complaining of joint pain and soreness, a level 7 on a pain scale of 1-10. MD 2 has given Nurse 3 an order for an analgesic to be given IM.  While administering this medication, the patient suddenly began seizing just as the nurse is removing the needle and the nurse is inadvertently stuck in the hand with the needle as it is withdrawn.

Incident 4
Case 2 tells MD 1 that she plans to sue MGHTC and wants to know if her lawyer

Can come in and take pictures of her in the emergency room.  She also complains that the hallway in the stairway was too dark and this is what caused her to fall. Additionally she states that the attendants that helped her didn’t know what 
They were doing and injured her more getting her into the ER.
