Definitions:

RADIOLUCENT - These areas appear dark on X-rays.  This means that the X-rays (do not attenuate) penetrate through the structures.  An example is air.

RADIOPAQUE - these areas appear light or white on X-rays.  This means that the structures stop the X-rays, or that the X-rays are unable to penetrate the structures.  An example would be bone.
