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Vocabulary Diagnostic Imaging Reproductive System

1. Endometrium-  inner membrane of the uterus
2. Epididymis-  area of male reproductive system where sperm mature
3. Fallopian tubes-  area of female reproductive system connecting the ovaries to the uterus
4. Ovaries- part of female reproductive system producing ovum (eggs)
5. Prostate- gland  area of male reproductive system secreting component of semen
6. Reproductive system-  body system responsible for reproduction
7. Scrotum- protuberance of skin and muscle containing the testicles.
8. Testes- organ of male reproductive system producing sperm
9. Uterus- female reproductive organ where fetus develops during gestation
10. Vagina- fibromuscular tubular tract leading from the uterus to the exterior of the body in female
11. Vas deferens- part of male reproductive system transports sperm from the epididymis in anticipation of ejaculation

12. CT of abdomen with contrast -    Imaging technique  of abdomen using CT and contrast
13. Fluoroscopy (fluoro)- imaging technique used to visualize body parts in motion  by projecting x-ray images on a luminous flourenscent screen
14. Hysterosalpingogram (HSG) -radiographic procedure of the female reproductive system 
15. Intravenouspyelogram (IVP or IVU) -radiographic procedure of the urinary system
16. Radiograph (x-ray) - diagnostic image produced by ionizing radiation passing through object to project onto a receptor (film or digital)
17. Retrograde pyelogram (RPG) - diagnostic procedure combining radiographic and cystoscopic examination  with injection of contrast material through urinary system 
18. Ultrasound of pelvis- sonographic examination of organs within the pelvis
19. Fluor/o  prefix-  fluoroscopy
20. Gastr/o  prefix-  pertaining to stomach
21. -graph, graphy-  suffix:  picture or graph
22. Radi/o-   x-rays, radiation
23. –scope-      examining instrument
24. Or/o-   mouth
25. Proctologist (MD)- Specialist of rectum and anus
26. Gastroenterologist (MD)- Specialist  of stomach
27. Radiologist (MD)- Specialist in radiology
