NUTRITION and FLUIDS
Aspiration-breathing fluid or object into the lungs
Dysphagia –difficulty swallowing           

Gavage-tube feeding
Intravenous Therapy-Administration of fluids through a needle or catheter inserted into a Vein -blood vessel that returns blood to the heart that is low in oxygen     
IV Catheter-tube inserted into the vein for IV fluid administration
Butterfly-type of metal needle that may be used for IV administration
Central Venous Line-long catheter inserted into the subclavian or jugular veins
Total Parenteral Nutrition (TPN) Hyperalimentation-a solution highly concentrated with nutrients and sometimes fat for IV administration   

Lipids-fats that can be given through the vein
Enteral nutrition-giving nutrition through the gastrointestinal tract      

 Nutrition-processes involved in the processing and use of food and fluids by the body
Irrigation-washing out of an area with a solution                         

 Infiltration- penetration of Intravenous needle or catheter through vein wall causing IV fluid to flow into the surrounding tissues              

Gastroenterology-the study of the digestive system
Nasogastric Tube-tube inserted through the nose into the stomach    

Dehydration - decrease in the amount of water in body tissues
Gastrostomy tube-tube inserted through a surgical opening into the stomach
    

Percutaneous endoscopic gastrostomy (PEG) Tube –a tube that is inserted into the stomach through a puncture wound made through the skin with the aid of a lighted instrument inserted into the stomach by way of the mouth.

Output-amount of fluid lost 

Intake-amount of fluid taken in

Regurgitation –backflow of food or fluid from the stomach into the mouth

Bowel Elimination

Enema-fluid instilled into the anal opening through a tube


Colostomy-surgical opening created in the large intestines through the skin
Ileostomy-surgical opening created through the skin into the ileum
