Guidelines for Whole Group Discussion
Directions: Assign each group member a specific task from the list to develop and prepare for class discussion. One member may serve as spokesperson or entire group may choose to present. Groups will present findings in Whole Class Discussion.

1. Explain the components of preoperative checklist and their purpose.
2. Discuss pain management for this type patient.

3. Explain special tests that may be required for this procedure.

4. Discuss ambulatory expectations? How soon will the patient be allowed out of bed? Are assistive devices needed? Turning and repositioning prior to ambulation.

5. Discuss complications specific to this type of procedure or case and preventive measures you will take to avoid them.

6. Explain the respiratory implications of bed rest and preventive measures that will be taken.

7. Explain dietary needs pre and post operatively.

8. Provide information about PACU.

9. What are the usual anxieties associated with this procedure?

10.  Where will patient recover post-operatively? Will he need care on a different unit or Intensive Care if so, how will the move be handled?
