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Vocabulary Physical and Occupational Therapy Services

1.  Nervous System- coordinates and controls all bodily activities.

2. CNS- central nervous system includes the brain and spinal cord

3. PNS- peripheral nervous system includes 12 pairs of cranial nerves extending from the brain, and 31 pairs of spinal nerves extending from the spinal cord.

4. ANS- autonomic nervous system includes peripheral nerves and ganglia on either side of the spinal cord

5. Nerve- one or more bundles of neuron cells connecting the brain and spinal cord with other parts of the body.

6. Tract- bundle or group of nerve fibers located within the brain or spinal cord

7. Ganglion-a knot like mass or group of nerve cell bodies located outside the CNS 

8. Plexus-a newwor5k of intersecting nerves and blood or lymphatic vessels

9. Stimulus- anything that excites or activates a nerves and causes an impulse

10. Impulse- a wave of excitation transmitted through nerve fibers and neurons.

11. Reflex- an automatic, involuntary response to some change either inside or outside the body

12. Neuron- basic cell of the nervous system

13. Anesthesiologist-physician who specializes in administering anesthetic agents before and during surgery

14. Neurologist- physician specializing in diagnosing and treating diseases and disorders of the nervous system

15. Neurosurgeon- physician who specialized in surgery of the nervous system

16. Cephalalgia- headache

17. Migraine headache- a syndrome characterized by sudden, severe, and sharp headache, usually present only on one side

18. Anosmia- the inability to distinguish between odors

19. Parkinson’s disease- chronic slowly progressive degenerative CNS disorder characterized by fine muscle tremors, a masklike facial expression, and a shuffling gait.

20. CVA- stroke, damage to the brain with blood flow is disrupted from a blocked or ruptured blood vessel.

21. TIA- transient ischemic attack, temporary interruption of blood flow to the brain.

22. Poliomyelitis- a viral infection of the gray matter of the spinal cord that may result in paralysis

23. SCI- spinal cord injuries

24. LOC- part of a neurologic evaluation done by observing the patient and evaluating his reactions to stimuli

25. Neurectomy- surgical removal of a nerve

26. Neruoplasty- surgical repair of a nerve.[image: image3.jpg]
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
