Assignment:

1. Read the assigned chapter in the textbook and complete all of the worksheets (from the workbook) handed out by the teacher.

2. Take notes from the teacher’s lecture on how to correctly fill out an incident report

3. Using a ink pen with either blue or black ink, fill out the Incident Report using OBJECTIVE terms.  Use the following scenario to fill out the form.

You are employed in a local nursing home as a Certified Nursing Assistant (CNA).  You are starting your shift, and go into room #333.  This will be the first time you have cared for this patient.  You see Mrs. Gladys L. Smith, age 90, hospital number #94439887 on the floor of the bathroom.  It is 7:15 a.m. You call her name and she responds that she "fell and can’t get up". You notice that the siderails are down and the bed is in low position.

Mrs. Smith was admitted two days ago with a cerebrovascular accident (CVA), and was slightly disoriented on admission.  You had not been assigned to her until this morning.  You turn on the emergency flashers in the bathroom and help arrives.

The other CNA helps you to get the patient back to bed. On inspection, the resident appears to have a bruise on her left temple and she is complaining of pain in her low back.  At 7:30 a.m. you report the incident to the supervising nurse and she calls and reports it to Dr. Jones. Dr Jones tells the nurse to order an x-ray of Mrs. Smith’s head and back.  The nurse calls Mrs. Smith's daughter, Mrs. Brown and tells her about the incident. 

The nurse applies an ice pack to Mrs. Smith's head and positions her for comfort until the doctor can examine her.  You take her Vital Signs (V/S) and they are normal.  The nurse hands you the Incident report to fill out.
