Disaster Preparedness Project

At any time disasters can occur.  It is important to be prepared for different types of disasters.  In this performance task, students will research disaster preparedness and develop a disaster preparedness plan for home and school.  Students will make a disaster preparedness kit for their homes and develop a home evacuation plan.  

Class will be divided into teams.  Each team will be responsible for researching and reporting on a specific disaster.  

1. Include in your investigation brief background information on this type of disaster such as where the disaster has occurred before, cause if any, how it was handled, what was learned, and how this disaster would be handled in a healthcare facility.  

2. Each team should design a brochure on how to prepare for the assigned disaster.

3. Develop an economical disaster preparedness kit that would be helpful in this type of disaster.  
4. You will be graded on accuracy, thoroughness of task completion, creativity, and presentation.  
5. Each team will demonstrate what to do in case of the assigned disaster. 
6. Your report may be in the form of a poster or multimedia presentation.  
7. Each member of the team should have at least 4 talking points, make sure each person is prepared to present the material in a clear and concise manner.  

8. Each student will develop an evacuation plan for your home with parental/guardian input.  Your will need to illustrate your plan by drawing a basic layout of your home and identifying exits.  The plan will be shared with those in your home.  The plan will need to be signed by your parent/guardian.
