3. What PPE will you need in the care of this patient and why?

4. Does he need isolation precautions? If so what type

**Mrs. Bacter (student) will be admitted to Station 2
Mrs. Bacter is a 32-year-old with chronic renal failure who was admitted to the Helpall Hospital

 She requires admission to ICU for closer monitoring.  A nurse ask you to assists in admitting this patient   On arrival to the ward, you and the nurse are informed by the patient’s family that Mrs. Bacter has active pulmonary Tuberculosis.

2. Does this patient need a special type of room? If so what type?

3. What items of PPE will you require?

4. Does this patient require isolation? What type?

5. If the answer to number 4 is yes, please prepare an appropriate isolation cart for this patient.
