1. Deployment-to arrange in a position of readiness, or to move strategically or appropriately:

2. Evacuation-the removal of persons or things from an endangered area. 

3. Exercise-something done or performed as a means of practice or training
4. Hazards-something causing unavoidable danger, peril, risk, or difficulty
5. Personal protection-any and all gear designed to protect emergency personnel responding to and/or handling emergency situations
6. Responder- people who are specially trained to handle emergency situations
7. Scenario- an outline of the plot of a dramatic work, giving particulars as to the scenes, characters, situations, etc.
8. Simulation- imitation or enactment, as of something anticipated or in testing.
9. Staging-the point where emergency personal group together and set up and prepare to carry out specific duties and responsibilities
10. Techniques-ability to apply procedures or methods so as to affect a desired result. 

11. Triage- a French word meaning to "sort" by priority or life-threatening nature of injury
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
