Students with Disabilities:

4.
Interest approach – Mental set 

Have the students think about a type of disaster that could occur (or has occurred) in your community.  Have all, or selected students share their ideas and make a list on the board (in some way display for the class to see.)  

5. Divide the class into small groups and have each group choose one type of disaster from the list.  Each group is to list all the dangers that could be present during the specific disaster.  Have a volunteer from each group share their opinion with the class and create a chart to make a list of dangers common with many different disasters.

6. Contact one of your public safety agencies (police department, sheriff’s office or fire department) and arrange to have a representative come speak to your class various types of emergencies that are common for your community.  (It would be beneficial to contact them in advance, so they will have time to prepare their materials and ideas.)  Let them know you are discussing the hazards related to the emergencies (i.e. electrocution, chemical exposure, etc.) and would like for them to talk to your class about the dangers and how they prepare for those hazards.  If possible, you can schedule the speaker to come on different days to talk about the hazards from different perspectives.
a. Day 1-The speaker can discuss the specific dangers associated with emergency disaster response. (chemical exposure, heat exhaustion, physical injury, etc.)

b. Day 2- The speaker can bring some of the equipment used in disaster response. (ie. Hazmat suits, detection equipment, HazMat truck/trailier, etc.)  This would allow time for discussion, as well as time for your students to get hands-on time (handling equipment, putting on “out dated” HazMat suits, looking at equipment carried on the truck/trailier.)

c. Day 3-The speaker can talk to your students about scene safety (staging, designated “Hot” zones, decontamination chambers, triage) and explain how each scene has different issues.

Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 
First, seek the approval of your school administration.

I suggest you plan to do this activity in two stages. 

Stage #1 would be a basic walk through of the idea, including areas of the school and talking to your students about the activity and your expectations regarding their participation and behavior.

Stage #2 would be the actual drill/simulation.

Select one of the disaster simulation scenarios created by your class.  (Be sure to choose one that will allow you to conduct the simulation with (1) limited interference of the normal school activities and (2) can be conducted in the time your class has allotted (class period).  If you haven’t already done so, assign each student a role for the scenario.  (victim, witness, responding personnel).  This drill will be on a limited scale, with injuries and damage only indicated, not actually created by props or moulage. Conduct the simulation
