Students with Disabilities:

For students with disabilities, the instructor should refer to the student's IEP to be sure that the accommodations specified are being provided appropriately. Instructors should also familiarize themselves with the provisions of Behavior Intervention Plans that may be part of a student's IEP. Frequent consultation with a student's special education instructor will be beneficial in providing appropriate differentiation. Many students (both with and without disabilities) who struggle with reading may benefit from the use of text reading software or other technological aids to provide access to printed materials. Many of these are available at little or no cost on the internet.

4.
Interest approach – Mental set 

Locate a video (segment or clip) of a disaster drill or scenario.  Instruct the students to simply watch the video, taking in the overall situation.  After watching the video, tell your students to jot down things they remember from watching.  Next, show the video a second time.  This time, students will list key points or issues they notice. (You can pause the video at necessary points to allow students to reflect and discuss the scenario.) The following link may be helpful in choosing a video: http://www.fireengineering.com/training.html  

5. Move students into groups of 4-5 and have each group compare their list.  Each group will combine ideas to create a “master” list of the issues they observed.  Facilitate a class discussion on the issues, writing various responses on the board or a poster and use it as a reference for further discussion. 
6. Contact your local Emergency Management Agency for resources on disaster response scenarios.  This could be magazines and/or journals as well as outdated reports.  **Or you can use the internet to locate articles about responding to either disaster drills or real-life disasters.  

Have your students read the article and list any problems the article discusses that were a result of the drill or disaster.  Students will also note the reasons the problem occurred (as discussed in the article).

7. Have your students move into groups and tell them to compare the issues each of their articles referred to.  They will also compare the issues in the articles to the issues the class discussed from viewing the video.

LESSON 2:  Special Events Planning 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· How do we train for real-life emergencies?

· What is involved in planning for special events?

2.
Contact one of your public safety agencies (police department, sheriff’s office or fire department) and arrange to have a representative come speak to your class about how they prepare for special events (parades, festivals, etc.) This could include extra personnel needs, road closures, resources they need from other agencies (road department, other law enforcement agencies, etc.)

*Teacher’s Note: It would be very beneficial to give your speaker some insight into what your class is working on. This allows the speaker to prepare his/her information, thus keeping the students’ interest.  If your city has a regular event the agencies will have a plan they use each year, with contingency plans already in place.  

3.
Take your class to one of your sports stadiums on campus.  Have the students draw a layout of the area, including all access points.  Divide the class into groups (4-5 students per group) and have each group discuss and list key factors they feel must be considered to ensure the events hosted in that particular stadium are adequately staffed to include:

1. All visitors/guests are entering at one of the appropriate locations.

2. Entering at “non-authorized” points is mostly eliminated

3. A staff member is easily recognizable and accessible for guests/participants who are in need of immediate assistance.

4. Pre-event and Post-event activities are monitored for the safety of everyone at the venue

4. Have each student prepare a written report on his or her group’s analysis.  The report would be in the format of a pre-event analysis and should be worded as if they will be presenting their findings to the school administration or appropriate venue director.  It should include specific points that should be considered when planning an event.

LESSON 3:  Exercise Design and Disaster Simulation

Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· How do you design an effective disaster drill?

2.
Contact one of your public safety agencies (police department, sheriff’s office or fire department) to see if anyone from one of the agencies has experience in designing and carrying out a disaster simulation.  This could be a chemical spill, major accident (think school bus), school situation, etc.)  If you have someone with the experience, invite him/her to visit your school to talk to your students about the issues involved in planning a disaster drill. 

 *Teacher’s Note: If you have several people you can use as a resource, have selected students contact them via email or letter.  The students can ask specific questions about the disaster drill (legal issues, set-up, the actual drill, debriefing, and follow-up) for examples.  

3.     Put your class into groups of 4-5.  Each group is going to create, in writing, a disaster simulation scenario that could be conducted at your school.  Each scenario should include; a map/drawing of the school/areas to be included, a list of public safety agencies/personnel that would be responding, a list of role-players needed for the particular scenario, and a written narrative of the event.

NOTES & REFLECTION: 

This unit will involve a lot of resources from your local community.  As I prepared the unit, I contacted representatives from our Emergency Management Agency, Fire Department, Sheriff’s Office and Police Department.  The entire Homeland Security Pathway will require you to use these agencies as resources as well as participants (active or speaker).  I encourage you to go meet them; tell them about your program and what you teach and make them a stakeholder in your class and students.
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Culminating Unit Performance Task Title: 
Mock Disaster Drill
Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 

Select one of the disaster simulation scenarios created by your class.  (Be sure to choose one that will allow you to conduct the simulation with (1) limited interference of the normal school activities and (2) can be conducted in the time your class has allotted (class period).  

Assign each student a role for the scenario (victim, witness, responding personnel).  This drill will be on a limited scale, with injuries and damage only indicated. 

Conduct the simulation:

*Teacher’s Note: First, seek the approval of your school administration before beginning this task.

It is suggested to plan to do this activity in two stages. 

Stage #1 would be a basic walk through of the idea, including areas of the school and talking to your students about the activity and your expectations regarding their participation and behavior.

Stage #2 would be the actual drill/simulation.
