Disasters Terminology for Teachers
Drought -A prolonged period of abnormally low precipitation; a shortage of water resulting from this.
Avalanche – A large mass of snow, rock, or dirt sliding down a mountain.

Typhoon – A violent storm.

Hurricane – A violent tropical cyclone.

Volcanic Eruption - The sudden occurrence of a violent discharge of steam and volcanic material.
Tornado – A destructive whirling windstorm with a funnel-shaped cloud; whirlwind.

Flood – A rising overflowing of water, especially over land; superabundance.

Earthquake – A vibration or movement of the earth’s crust.

Heat Wave - A prolonged period of hot weather.
Blizzard – A severe snowstorm.

Cyclone – A violent storm with rotating wind; tornado.

Tropical  Storm - A localized, very intense low-pressure wind system, forming over tropical oceans and with winds of hurricane force.
Famine – An extreme scarcity of food; starvation.

Landslide – A sliding of soil or rock down a slope. 

Wildfire – A destructive, hard to extinguish fire; something that spreads with great rapidity.
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
