Students with Disabilities:

For students with disabilities, the instructor should refer to the student's IEP to be sure that the accommodations specified are being provided appropriately. 4.
Interest approach – In this unit, students will analyze natural, man-made and technological disasters in the United States.  Discuss the responsibilities of federal, state and local government when dealing with an emergency situation.  As an example, students may recall Hurricane Katrina, a recent tornado event, flooding, etc within a nearby community.  You can pull videos from YouTube or the Weather Channel to give a brief overview in the need to understanding various emergencies within the state and nation,
1. Use the Emergency Management Web Activity to determine what disasters require government action.  Students can work alone for about 3 minutes, and then break them into larger groups until you would like to share with the entire class. Categorize the disasters into natural, man-made and technological disasters.

LESSON 2:  Natural Disasters & Emergency Management in American History

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· Why is it important to differentiate between natural, man-made and technological disasters?
· What is the relationship between training, educational requirements and demands for expertise?
· How can future events further alter emergency management operations?
· What is the role federal funding plays in state and local emergency manage capabilities?

2. Students will analyze the various natural disasters.  You could break students into pairs and have each pair describe a natural disaster (those listed in the vocabulary for this unit).  Further, the students could report where this disaster has occurred in the United States.  Additionally students should determine what support the community would need from the federal, state and local governments in preparing for, recovering after the disaster and rebuilding in the community. Have students use the http://www.ready.gov and http://fema.gov  websites to find disaster preparedness and government sources.  They can also use your local CERT website, county or state websites. 

3.  Pull current weather emergency videos from the weather channel so students have a further understanding of the effect of natural disasters.  Refer to the following website:

LESSON 3:  Man-made and Technological Disasters & Emergency Management in American History 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· Why is it important to differentiate between natural, man-made and technological disasters?
· What is the relationship between training, educational requirements and demands for expertise?
· How can future events further alter emergency management operations?
· What is the role federal funding plays in state and local emergency manage capabilities?

2.    Students will understand the concept of man-made disasters, including, but not limited to:  the Collapse of Structures, Toxic Dumping, Asbestos, Oil Spills, Coal Mining, Titanic, fires.  Once again, you can have students research man-made disasters. You could break students into groups of 3 and have each group research a man-made disaster. Include what the penalties are, both criminal and fines, for man-made disasters. This report should be on a poster board and should include brief information.  Describe the man-made disaster.  Further, the students could report where this disaster has occurred in the United States.  Additionally students should determine what support the community would need from the federal, state and local governments in preparing for, recovering after the disaster and rebuilding in the community. 

3.   Once again, you can pull videos from YouTube or various news articles.  The oil spill in the gulf is fairly recent and gained media coverage. This might be a good place to start before students begin their projects.

LESSON 4:  Industrial Accidents and disasters in recent American History 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· Why is it important to differentiate between natural, man-made and technological disasters?
· What is the relationship between training, educational requirements and demands for expertise?
· How can future events further alter emergency management operations?
· What is the role federal funding plays in state and local emergency manage capabilities?

2. Introduce students to industrial accidents and transport accidents.  Discuss examples such as Meltdown at Three Mile Island, Nuclear accidents/waste, Center for Disease Control (CDC).  
3. Have students research current events and case studies that involve the cause and effects of technological disasters.  The International Disaster Database is a good resource. Access the link below:

4. 
Have students compare and contrast natural, man-made and natural disasters. They should be able to include the types of disasters, the effects of the disaster and the response of federal, state and local government in responding to each type of emergency.

5.     Summary of Lesson.  Students will have an understanding of technological disasters in American History. Students will be able to compare and contrast natural, man-made and technological disasters in the United States, including government response.

LESSON 5:  Training, Educational Requirements and the Growing Demand for Expertise 

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
· Why is it important to differentiate between natural, man-made and technological disasters?
· What is the relationship between training, educational requirements and demands for expertise?
· How can future events further alter emergency management operations?
· What is the role federal funding plays in state and local emergency manage capabilities?

2. Students need to understand that preparedness is a key factor. They should assess how the federal, state and local governments will disseminate information for emergency preparedness situations.  www.ready.gov has some great information.  They can also access information from www.gema.gov and www.fema.gov websites.
3. Have students determine what training is necessary for public safety officials to handle emergencies for each of the following: natural disasters, man-made disasters and technological disasters.
4. Students need to understand that preparedness is a key factor. They should assess how the federal, state and local governments will disseminate information for emergency preparedness situations.  www.ready.gov has some great information.  They can also access information from www.gema.gov and www.fema.gov websites. 
5. Schedule members of a local CERT chapter, Citizens Corps, National Guard, or GEMA representative to come to your school to discuss emergency preparedness and response.

6. Summary of Lesson:  Students will gain knowledge from a local or state representative as to the preparedness and training in your state and community.

LESSON 7:  Federal Funding Opportunities for Local Expansion of Emergency Management & Public Safety Capabilities

 Have students look at the various roles played by the President of the United States; include Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces, chief executive, chief agenda setter, representative of the nation, chief of state, foreign policy leader, and party leader.   Identify the role of each in expanding training and federal funding opportunities for your state and community.  Further analyze the benefit of training and preparedness for emergency management and public safety departments.

4. The www.fema.gov website has an entire section for grants. Use this section for the history and roles of officials.  Have students review students should go to the Public Assistance Grant Program page. They can access information about eligibility, policies and resource tools. Have students obtain information about applying for federal grant money.

NOTES & REFLECTION: 

This unit is fairly short. Depending on the time that you can spend, you can either teach each lesson or have students present short presentations of the topics. There are videos from the history channel and various weather channels that will depict various types of natural, man-made and technological disasters. You may also be able to obtain videos from your local television station or CERT team. Prior to beginning instruction, schedule guest speakers from your local CERT chapter, Citizens Corps or National Guard or GEMA representative to come to your school to discuss emergency preparedness and response.
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Culminating Unit Performance Task Title: 
Federal Grant Writing
Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 
Students will prepare a paper and budget for a federal grant for emergency preparedness and training.
On the www.fema.gov website, students should go to the Public Assistance Grant Program page. They can access information about eligibility, policies and resource tools. Have students obtain information about applying for federal grant money.  
Assign students to write a one page grant proposal requesting funding for training and preparedness in their community. Students should come up with the amount, purpose, and use of the grant money and concisely describe their reasoning in the proposal.  Remind students that the purpose of a grant proposal is to convince someone of the necessity and urgency of the funding they are seeking.  Students should prepare and include a budget for training and disaster preparedness describing the potential benefits that would come from the grant money.
