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1. Homeland Security- helps to secure our borders, airports, seaports and waterways; researches and develops the latest security technologies; responds to natural disasters or terrorists assaults; and analyzes intelligence reports.
2. Immigration & Travel Security Career-involve the following fields: medical, human resources, facilities, budget, procurement, science and technology, training, intelligence, planning and coordination, detection, civil rights, fraud detection and more.
3. Contract Specialist- procures over $20 billion worth of goods and services annually in support of the Department's mission.
4. Law Enforcement Careers-offer positions in protection of the President, Vice President, their families, heads of state and other designated individuals; securing the nation’s borders; interagency law enforcement training; and enforcing economic, transportation and infrastructure security.

5. Cyber Security-a committed workforce in assuring the security, resiliency and reliability of the nation's information technology and communications infrastructure.

6. Mission Support Careers-involve the following fields: medical, human resources, facilities, budget, procurement, science and technology, training, intelligence, planning and coordination, detection, civil rights, fraud detection and more.

7. Prevention and Response Careers-protect the public, environment and U.S. economic and security interests in any maritime region, as well as provide preparedness, protection, response, recovery and mitigation to reduce loss of life and property and protect the nation from all hazards are what these careers are all about.

8. Office of General Counsel-ensure that Department activities comply with all legal requirements, as well as integrate the attorneys and staff throughout the Department into a cohesive, full-service legal team. 

9. FEMA-Federal Emergency Management Agency  part of the Department of Homeland Security responsible for supporting United States citizens and first responders to ensure that as a nation we work together to build, sustain, and improve our capability to prepare for, protect against, respond to, recover from, and mitigate all hazards.

10. GEMA-Georgia Emergency Management Agency provides a comprehensive and aggressive all‐hazards approach to homeland security initiatives, mitigation, preparedness, response, recovery and special events in order to protect life and property and prevent and/or reduce negative impacts of terrorism and natural disasters in Georgia.
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
