Wiretap- an act or instance of tapping telephone or telegraph wires for evidence or other information.

Confidential Informant- a person who provides information about criminal activity to law enforcement officers. The identities of these individuals are privileged in order to protect these individuals against retribution from those involved in crime.

Warrant- A writ from a judge or magistrate authorizing a specific action by a law enforcement officer, such as search and seizure, arrest, and so on.

Surveillance- is the monitoring of the behavior, activities, or other changing information, usually of people for the purpose of influencing, managing, directing, or protecting.

Terrorism- the systematic use of terror, especially as a means of coercion. In the international community, however, terrorism has no universally agreed, legally binding, criminal law definition.

Fugitive-  a person who is fleeing from custody, whether it be from private slavery, a government arrest, government or non-government questioning, vigilante violence, or outraged private individuals.

Tactics- the science and art of organizing a military force, are the techniques for using weapons or military units in combination for engaging and defeating an enemy in battle.
Counterterrorism- the practices, tactics, techniques, and strategies that governments, militaries, police departments and corporations adopt to attack terrorist threats and/or acts, both real and imputed.

Analysis-  the process of breaking a complex topic or substance into smaller parts to gain a better understanding of it.


Interception- the legally approved surveillance of telecommunication services, and it has become an important tool for law enforcement agencies (LEAs) around the world for investigating and prosecuting criminal activities and terrorism.


Undercover- disguising one's own identity or using an assumed identity for the purposes of gaining the trust of an individual or organization to learn secret information or to gain the trust of targeted individuals in order to gain information or evidence.
Linguists- the academic sense is a person who studies natural language (an academic discipline known as linguistics).


Counterintelligence- refers to efforts made by intelligence organizations to prevent hostile or enemy intelligence organizations from successfully gathering and collecting intelligence against them. National intelligence programs, and, by extension, the overall defenses of nations, are vulnerable to attack.
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
