While the Patriot Act determines judicial terms of legislation, the executive branch can use Presidential Directives, or forms of action made by the President to ensure Homeland Security as well.

Students with Disabilities:

For students with disabilities, the instructor should refer to the student's IEP to be sure that the accommodations specified are being provided appropriately. Instructors should also familiarize themselves with the provisions of Behavior Intervention Plans that may be part of a student's IEP. 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Enduring Understandings: 
Terrorism prevention is an ongoing process. The Patriot Act determines the limitations of the judicial system and law enforcement in their actions to identify, locate, and prosecute terrorists. The fourth, fifth and sixth Constitutional amendments are also very important because they entitle equal protection under the law of anyone suspected of terrorism, and they also define what actions legislators can take to protect our nation against terrorism.

4.
Interest approach – Mental set 

Place the following statements of the board or on individual slips of paper for students to grab out of a bag. 

· Sometimes personal rights must be given up in order to protect people from those who could be a danger to all of us.
· It's better to be safe than sorry when it comes to fighting terrorism.
· The government should have the right to investigate to the fullest extent any suspicious person and their activities.
· Civil Liberties have been granted in the Constitution's Bill of Rights and should be preserved, no matter what.   

Break students into groups and pairs and allow for discussion (5-7 minutes). Have one student record the group’s opinions.

5.
Have a class discussion/debate. Have students defend their opinion with examples and possible scenarios i.e. personal rights=right to bear arms vs. stock piling of guns, or profiling terror suspects, who fit the profile of a terrorists etc.
6.       Close the discussion by explaining the effects The Patriot Act has on our 4th, 5th, and 6th Constitutional amendments. Because students may experience some difficulties in remembering their 4th, 5th, and 6th amendments have students create a tri-fold with a sheet of paper, and within the same groups, have students write down what they think are their amendments. (Also emphasize “THEIR” amendments) Give 3-4 minutes. Utilize a recorder and timekeeper. Below is a link students can reference for the 4th, 5th, and 6th amendments:

7. 
Have students state or give an example of their 4th, 5th, or 6th amendment rights. This activity can be graded for accuracy or used as participation points.
8.       Give students an abbreviated description of The Patriot Act. 
a. The USA PATRIOT Act expands the government’s ability to conduct searches without warrants by

allowing for delayed notification under broadly defined conditions.
b. The USA PATRIOT Act gives the Attorney General the power to hold a non-citizen in detention indefinitely if he has “reasonable grounds to believe that the alien” is engaged in any “activity that endangers the national security of the United States” without any criminal conviction.
c. The USA PATRIOT Act gives an ambiguous definition to the crime of “domestic terrorism” that

could be conveniently interpreted to encompass civil disobedience.
If you have access to computers, have students (within groups) research case(s) relating to the 4th, 5th, 6th amendments and the Patriot Act. The research should be checked for accuracy. If you are limited with computers show the following link to the class. The link below gives some examples of related cases.

Explain to each student how to present their information using the Patriot Act Oral Presentation Rubric or create your own. Also determine the time limit each group has to present. You may want to have each group tell you the case they chose to prevent repetition. If possible, set up your classroom with a podium or tables and chairs in front of the classroom.
10.
Summary: The objective of this exercise is to prepare students for oral presentations, and to understand their rights as related to Homeland Security. The pbs.org website offers other expansions to this lesson such as the ACLU’s (American Civil Liberties Union) view on the intrusions of the Patriot Act. If time permits, students could also compare and contrast the ideas of the ACLU’s opinion and the legislation set forth in the Patriot Act as a graded class assignment. *Teacher’s Note: The ACLU is an organization that promotes the protection of citizen’s liberties. Though these videos and discussions are executed with tactful discussion, other materials concerning the ACLU’s actions and opinions toward the Patriot Act and Terrorism may be offensive. LESSON 2: Constitutional Restraints and Limitations on the Prevention of Terrorism 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
· What are the limitations and legal restraints for law enforcement and the judicial system as it relates to the 
process of successfully investigating, arresting and prosecuting terrorists?
2.
“Savings and Loan Activity”
Distribute copies of Title II, V and Title VII of the Patriot Act.  Have the students break into groups. Give the students highlighters (different colors if available) and have them highlight what they understand in one color and what they don’t understand in another color. 
·  Explain to the students that the Patriot Act as written is wordy and has been the topic of many debates because of the lack of clarity.  
· Explain to the students that the Patriot Act was signed into law on October 26, 2001, and it is a 342 page document with 10 titles. 
· Tell the students there has already been some revision to the act (which can be located on the internet, again very large amount of information). 
Have one student from each group move to different groups and compare what they know and what they don’t know.

·  The students can loan one or two things they understand to the different groups or decide what they have is sufficient and decide to save what they have. (To ensure all groups are actively working I would suggest monitoring this activity)

· Have a group discussion. You may want to create a chart with the different Titles with sections on your board or a flip chart. You start the discussion by asking “under Title II section 203 when it states…” You may want to distribute sticky notes and have each group write down their thoughts and place it under that particular section. 

· At the end of this exercise you should know where you need to focus on the Patriot Act as it relates to the limitations and restraints and successful investigations, arrest and detentions.

Decide what sections of the Patriot Act you need to review with your class. (If you try to cover too much 
students may lose focus and interests as a starting point use the results from the saving and loan activity.) 
Use the Patriot Act Overview Teacher Notes for summaries about each section.
4.
Have each group be responsible for teaching one section of the Patriot Act. Students can create a poster, 
PowerPoint presentation, etc.
5.
 *Teacher Note: The Patriot Act is very wordy. I recommend that you focus on the sections of the titles that are both comprehensive and feasible. The following website summarizes the USA Patriot Act by titles and sections:http://frwebgate.access.gpo.gov/cgi-bin/getdoc.cgi?dbname=107_cong_public_laws&docid=f:publ056.107.pdf  This webpage can be printed off for students, but make sure to print only the desired pages; it is rather lengthy.
I suggest that you focus on perhaps 10 sections from titles II, V, and VIII, (depending on class size). Read and gather as much understanding as possible. Throughout this program students will discuss definitions, and terrorism prevention technique(s).

LESSON 3:  Presidential Directives

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
· What role do the Presidential Directives and Executive Orders have in addressing current concerns in terrorism?

You may also use The Patriot Act Titles V and VIII Handout to provide information.
· Read to students the abstract for Presidential Directive 5 Handout: “Homeland Security Presidential Directive 5 serves to enhance the ability of the United States to manage domestic incidents by establishing a single, comprehensive national incident management system. This management system is designed to cover the prevention, preparation, response, and recovery from terrorist attacks, major disasters, and other emergencies. The implementation of such a system would allow all levels of government throughout the nation to work efficiently and effectively together. The directive gives further detail on which government officials oversee and have authority for various parts of the national incident management system, as well as making several amendments to various other HSPDs.”
You may also read an abstract from Presidential Directive 8 Handout.
· Give some examples and discuss… Katrina Floods, 9-11 attacks, etc.
· Word wall: national preparedness, security, resilience, prevention, protection, mitigation, response, recovery (definitions found on the following website: http://www.dhs.gov/xabout/laws/gc_1215444247124.shtm)
· Use the Presidential Directives PowerPoint.
3.
http://www.fema.gov/pdf/media/factsheets/2009/npd_natl_plan_scenario.pdf provides a National Planning scenario. Have students select a scenario and determine from PPD 5 and 8 what steps would they take. You can have the students act this out or prepare a PowerPoint. For example, from the list (http://www.fema.gov/pdf/government/npd.pdf) on pg.37 I would choose a blister agent and do a PowerPoint using some movie clips from 28 Days, and describe each stage of the mission. This is hypothetical; as long as students are using their imagination and applying the directives. I believe they will get the gist of this lesson.

LESSON 4:  Suicide Bombers and Legislative Actions

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· In what ways do suicide bombers pose a threat to our national security?
2.  
The manner in which this lesson is conducted can be left up to the discretion of the teacher. Below are some suggestions of things to discuss:
1. Suicide bombers- a terrorist who sacrifices himself/herself in order to kill or injure other people for a cause they believe in

2. Suicide hijackers- use of aircrafts in order to kill or injure massive amount of people

3. Serial bombers- are coined terms for Eric Rudolph and Ted Kaczynski.

4. As far as legislative actions, I located an article that gives some reasons why the U.S. hasn’t been     attacked by suicide bombers. http://www.usatoday.com/news/nation/2005-08-07-suicide-attacks-cover_x.htm
5. 
“WHAT WOULD YOU DO?”

· Give students a scenario involving a major catastrophic event in your city/town such as riots, or a terrorist act. Have the students attempt to figure out who would respond first, who would have control over the scene, are there any jurisdictional concerns? Who listens to whom? Have the students write their responses in a journal format. Use the Patriot Act Journal Rubric as an outline.
* Teacher’s Note: When preparing for this lesson, be conscience of your students’ possible religious affiliations and cultural backgrounds. If you are comfortable with discussing recent cases of suicide bombers you can certainly choose to do that. However, if you want to just present basic information and understanding consider using the example of Japanese Kamikazes during World War II for a more historical approach. 
· Most of the material can be printed from the websites. I would be careful on the selection of suicide bombers, while researching on the internet there were several unfavorable websites from individuals that would not be appropriate for students while using a school computer.

NOTES & REFLECTION: 

· All material used for class should be reviewed for content beforehand.
· When discussing suicide bombers, be conscience of your students’ possible religious affiliations and cultural backgrounds.

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Culminating Unit Performance Task Title: 
Amendments Assessment
Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 
Students will create scenarios related to the 4th, 5th, 6th amendments and The Patriot Act. For each scenario, they must decide if it is a violation of their amendments or if it falls under the Patriot Act, and justify their decision. The students, within their scenario, should attempt to address 4 out of the 7 elements of the standard. Have each group provide their classmates with a questionnaire about the scenario relating to the unit. (I suggest minimum of 5 and max of 10 questions per group)
* For example: 
John works for a computer software company. He is disgruntled with his government for several reasons. He rants about his disgruntlement through his email account to some unsavory or questionable websites. Although personal email, he is using his company’s internet. His email is tagged because of the Patriot Act. He is not charged but is interrogated….
*Teacher’s Note: Be conscious of cultural differences in the classroom. Students may see their amendments in an altered manner, especially students with different cultural backgrounds. Be sure to fully explain to students the 4th, 5th, and 6th amendments.  Clarify any questions or distorted views students may have.
