Cool Tools on the Web 


Purpose:  To research, present and teach a software program to classmates  
Instructions:  Using the site http://cooltoolsforschools.wikispaces.com or http://www.go2web20.net/   as a starting point, pick one software application that you will TEACH to your classmates. Use other sites to find out more information on your software. The software must be pre-approved before beginning.  No 2 students in the same class may have the same software and all categories below need to be filled by a class member. 
PART 1: Software exploration. 

Work through the software. Put it on a web page. 

HINT: You may have to use the embedded link as if you were going to post to Facebook. 

PART 2:Research the assigned/chosen category and prepare a 2-3 minute PowerPoint presentation about your category as it pertains to web design.  Information to include in your presentation:

a. Identify and describe the purpose of your category as it related to web design.  

b. Identify and describe the different types of tools within your category.  (Should list 2-3 options that fall into same category) 

c. Select one software application to give details about in your presentation. Don’t forget that you know how to use screen shots!
d. Include how to access: state browser-based or downloaded software. Indicate if account is needed to access and use. 

e. Highlight basic what the software does and benefits of using this software. 

f. Include how/where to access the software 

g. Other information relevant to give about the 1 piece of software you have been assigned/chosen. 

2. Save the presentation in your folder. Print in B/W 6 per page and turn in with part 2. 
PART 3: Prepare to teach by creating an instruction sheet for classmates to follow and use as reference when designing web pages. 

a. Access the software and use it. 

b. You must prepare a handout with specific HOW-TO directions for your classmates.  Be sure to reinforce how the software can be used in web development.
c. Save your handout in your folder. Print B/W and turn in with part 1. 

PART 4: Present 

a. Practice your presentation. Remember to follow correct techniques for when presenting.  

b. Make sure you can easily access the software

c. Verify that the link to your presentation and link to the software are working on the course calendar. 

d. Present to the class from the presentation/projecting computer. 

PART 5: Demonstrate  

a. Teach the class how to use the software by going through a demonstration with the software. This may require preparation of getting software working in the lab or documents for students to access. Have all files needed available to all classmates. 

You will be assessed on your written presentation, written directions on using the software and overall presentation. Refer to the rubric for specific grading scale for the project.

	Content of Presentation


Points:  _______
	The theme and content of presentation is immediately evident.  Student does not read from notes.  Knows material. The visuals used add to the interest and quality of information.  Visuals used are neatly arranged. All words are spelled correctly. 

9-10 pts.
	The theme and content of presentation product is unclear. Student reads from notes some of the time, hesitant over material. The visuals used are acceptable, but lacks interest and quality.

Hard to read one or two slides. Minor spelling/grammar errors (1-2)

4-8 pts.
	The theme and content of presentation product is unacceptable. Student reads from notes most of the time; does not know content The visuals used are unacceptable.

Hard to read (three or more slides). Major spelling/grammar errors—would be unacceptable in a business setting

0-3 pts.

	Software 
Presentation

Points:  _______
	The presentation is organized and holds the attention of the audience.  There are no long paragraphs of info. Voice is clear and loud enough to be heard, posture is excellent.  Complete presentation with title slide, intro slide, content slides, and conclusion slide; slide number on every slide; resources included on content and images; pictures from software. Time limit from 2-3 min. 

8-10 pts.
	The presentation is acceptable, but could have used more effort. Did not follow the 7x7 rule for content on a slide; Voice is mumble, low some of the time.  Student seems unsure of what to say; there are long paragraphs of info on one or two slides.  

Presentation format is missing components. Missing resources on content and/or images; limited pictures from software. Time limit from 2-3 minute not met.  
3-7 pts.
	The presentation is unacceptable due to lack of effort. Information on the slide is copied/pasted with no edit for 7x7 rule. Student mumbles; voice is low; posture is incorrect.  Student is not prepared. 

0-2 pts.

	Instruction/
Direction  Sheet

Points: ________
	Detailed and specific instructions that covers the full use of the software with multiple screenshots that show images of written directions.  Appearance is neat and organized with visual appeal. Evidence of use of software through accurate and useful application to web development. 

8-10 pts.
	Steps to use the software are written but details are left out and can be confusing to user. All aspects of the software are not covered. 
3-7 pts.
	Phrases of using software are written but unclear to the user. No screen shots are available to user. 
0-2 pts.

	Teaching/
Demonstration 


	Student was prepared with need material to use the software successfully. Guided verbal instructions were given at a pace for student understanding as well as demonstrate through projection of how to go step by step through software. Loud and clear voice throughout presentation. Verified student progress through teaching demonstration. 

8-10 pts.
	Student knew what material needed, but not readily available for presentation. Time not maximized with preparation.  Guided verbal instructions were given as well as demonstrate through projection of how to go through software yet unable to direct students on all aspects of program. 

3-7 pts.
	Student was not prepared with needed material to use the software successfully. Confusing instruction given during verbal instructions. Unsure of how to use software aspects to teach to classmates.
