Introduction 
· Ask students what makes a webpage interactive? What are some types of software that add interactivity to web pages? What is an animated GIF? How are animated GIFs used? What is Flash? How is Flash used in web pages?
5.
Animating GIF PowerPoint  
Walk the students through creating their own animated GIF by following the Animating GIF PowerPoint.  The teacher should go through the PowerPoint as students are listening & creating the example animated GIF.

6.
Once the example animated GIF has been completed, students will create an animated GIF that is an ad for “Beauregard’s Haberdasheries Emporium” that is offering 10% off all items this month on a 300x500 canvas. At least 4 stages should be used and should be saved as a GIF.

LESSON 2:  FLASH ANIMATIONS

Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· How are animated GIFs different than Flash animations?
2.
Introduction 

· What is an animated GIF missing? Can the user stop the animation? How is a simple game the same as an animated GIF? How is it different?
3.
Intro to Flash PowerPoint
Present the Intro to Flash PowerPoint and remind the students that this information will be needed to complete the future projects.

3.
Flash Walkthrough 

Walk the students through creating their own Flash animation by following the four part Flash walk-through.

· Part 1: Creating a Simple FLA File Handout
· Part 2: Drawing a Circle on the Stage Handout
· Part 3: Creating a Symbol and Adding Animation Handout
· Part 4: Publishing Your File Handout
The teacher should go through the documents as students are listening and creating the example Flash animation.

4.    Embedding Flash PowerPoint 
Present the Embedding Flash PowerPoint and remind the students that this info will be needed to embed Flash animations into HTML using multiple programs.
