Teacher Guide Definitions

Database information:
· Database Schema: a group of related objects in a database

· Schema Objects: objects that are related have relationships to one another
Indexes

· Tables: primary unit of physical storage for data in a database

· Data tables store most of the data found in a database.
· Joint tables used to create a relationship between two tables that would otherwise be unrelated.
· Subset tables contain a subset of data from a data table.
· Validation tables, often referred to as code tables, are used to validate data entered into other database tables.

· Fields and Columns: a specific category of information that exists in a table; column represents one related part of a table and is the smallest logical structure of storage in a database

· Records and Rows: a row of data is the collection of all the columns in a table associated with a single occurrence; a row of data is a single record in a table.

· Keys: integrity of the information stored in a database is controlled by keys; column value in a table that is used to either uniquely identify a row of data in a table, or establish a relationship with another table.

· Relationships: established through the use of primary and foreign keys.
· Data Types: determines the type of data that can be stored in a database column; Alphanumeric, Numeric or Date and time.
Web Pages:

· Static web pages: (normal pages you build) always look the same and the content never changes unless you load a new page or you change the page yourself and upload the new version of the page to the web server. 

· Dynamic: can change every time they are loaded (without you having to make those changes) and they can change their content based on what users do, like clicking on some text or an image. 

· Dynamic web page based on database:  means a web page grabs information from a database (the web page is connected to the database by programming,) and inserts that information into the web page each time it is loaded.  Example: online banking
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
