Photo Scavenger Hunt Activity
With your assigned group of 4, read the entire instruction sheet.  Brainstorm ideas of how you will complete the hunt and who plays what role in your group.  Decision must be made prior to the hunt beginning! 
Rules of the Hunt:

· Picture can’t be in this lab.

· Someone from the group must be in every picture. 

· Everyone in the group must be in at least 3 pictures. More than 1 person can be in a picture.

· No inappropriate pictures. 

· No interruption of classroom instruction--no room where classes are should be entered to take pictures! 

· Remain on school grounds when taking all pictures. Each group must leave a cell phone number with teacher prior to departure for hunt. 
With a group and a digital camera capture a picture of each of the following items: 

1. Microwave
2. Item with stripes
3. Keys
4. Glass
5. Group photo (at least 5 people) with a teacher
6. Purple shirt
7. Poster advertising club meeting
8. Pack of m&m’s
9. Clock
10. Human pyramid of at least 3 people outside
11. Picture of group members spelling out a word with their bodies
· For example, first person is C; second person makes A; third person makes T. to spell out CAT. 

12. The number 8

13. Person on the telephone—school phone not a cell phone. 
14. Someone with a tie on.
15. Drink bottle

When you group has completed all 15 pictures, return to the lab. Copy the pictures to your folder on the computer. Share the photos with all group members as needed. 

Group Member 1: Insert the pictures in order on a blank slide in PowerPoint. Insert text of what each picture is.  Include each group members name on the handout and print in color. 
Group Member 2: Create a PowerPoint of all pictures. 15 slides in order with labels of each pictures  (example…..picture 1 should say Picture 1: Microwave).Insert transition for all slides and make the slide show play automatically with 8 seconds per slide. Save in your folder and place in the network folder. 

Group Member 3: Member in charge of brainstorm ideas and record a plan in class of where to go and make a plan of where to take pictures. Throughout the picture taking experience, you are to keep the group on task throughout hunt. Write a reflection of the activity and include who did what throughout the project, attitude of group members, and role of each member in group. 

Group Member 4: Member responsible for getting equipment and returning. Responsible for presenting presentation to class and talking about each photo and experience. Navigate among other group members during work time to make sure accuracy on work and all members on task. 

All group members should proof and approve all work before turned in!  
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
