The rubric is how your grade will be determined.
The portfolio website must include these 3 parts:

web design skills

web design knowledge

analysis and goals

Web Design Skills
Your website must show examples of each of these skills. These examples could all be on one page, or you could make separate pages for each. Be creative and figure out how you can show these skills to your target audience in a way that makes you look really talented.

	Show a flowchart/storyboard you hand drew or used computer software to generate.
	Show an example of frames you created (the whole site could be frame based).
	Show an example of CSS that you have written.

	Show work you did as part of a team in this class (optional).
	Demonstrate how you used project management techniques in this class.
	Show original graphic(s) you created using image editing software.

	Show audio and/or video files you have placed on web pages.
	Show an original animation you have created.
	Show an example of a web template you have created (optional).

	Show an example of a database query you created on a web page.

	Describe how you used scripting in this site (such as JavaScript, CSS or DHTML).
	Describe any databases used in this website.
	Describe what software you used to create this portfolio. Be sure to include image editing and/or animation software if necessary.
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Analysis and Goals
This section of the website will show that you understand how websites have a specific purpose. You’ll describe the purpose of your site and reflect on the process of creating it. This is also your chance to summarize what you learned in this class and use it as a jumping off point to learn new knowledge and skills in the future.

	Describe how you have attempted to create a coherent, unified message, controlled the user’s focus, and provided visual consistency in this portfolio.
	Does any content on this site raise ethical or legal questions? Is there copyrighted or  personal information, for instance.

	Describe challenges you met in this class, and how you overcame at least one of those challenges.
