
Bytes Computer Store Site Mock-Up

DIRECTIONS:  You have met with your client and taken notes about the requirements of the website the client wants—the one area the client was unsure about was navigation on the site. Your task is to take the requirements from the client and develop three previews of the site home page. Each page will have same content and look, but have different navigation schemes.  Basically, you are taking one home page and making three different looks for it based on navigation scheme.  Once complete, you will present the three different views to the client for review. 
Client Meeting Notes

Questions for Potential Client Meeting: 

1. Do you have a site that you like already? 

2. What specific content do you want on the page? 

3.  What types of links/how break up content? 

4. What type of layout/look would you like? 

5.  What type of background /color/animation do you want on the site? 
Pictures, Movies, etc 

6. Are there other places you want to have the site linked from Site? 

7. What type of customer information do you want to have out there?

8. Do you have a theme/logo/slogan? 

9. What are goals for site?

10. Who is your target audience…general population or specific to one group? 

Based on questions you asked and client comments, these are the notes from the meeting with the client: 

· Purpose of site: To sell computer parts and repair service

· Target Audience: Customers who build their own computers:
 note that some clients are beginners and some are advanced, so simple to complex parts are offered

· Client Comments: Wants page that is simple design for easy moving around for clients—not too technical to run off novice buyers.

· Want option of store for parts CART,

· Form to request quote for computer repair, 

· special coupon on home page offering computer clean-up for $99

· http://www.compusa.com/ is a computer store, but its site is very crowded looking

· Clients wants “moving element” (ad or banner) of store offerings, events, etc. 

Project Requirements: 

· Using the software you have, create a home page mock-up for your client based on stated needs. Create a home page with all the requirements and specify one type of navigation. Modify the original work with another navigation scheme. Finally, modify the original work a second time to show a third type of navigation. All three pages will be the same home page, but with three different navigation schemes. 
NOTE: This will just be a View of the home page and not a real working page. You DO NOT have to create the entire site. You will only work to create a visually appealing home page with three different navigation options.  

· Based on client comments, do this for this project: 

· The specific parts and repair services can be generic items that you locate through market research (when you look at other computer stores—i.e. http://www.tigerdirect.com/ or http://www.compusa.com/  or others you may find during research)

· Good design tells you that you must have pages within your site on: Buy a Computer, Components, Parts, Repair, Contact; other pages you want to include are left to your interpretation.   

· Follow good web design procedures when creating the site.

· Use creativity and design skills to make the site appealing to customers.

· Be prepared to present why each navigation scheme is usable for site. Each navigation style should compliment what the client wants for their site.  
Presentation Requirements: 

· Present each of the three mock-up sites

· State the navigation scheme for each site

· Explain the advantages/disadvantage for using the site navigation of choice
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
