Teacher should be prepared to show students a series of five different websites. Select sites that are common among students, but that show different types of navigation. Show the sites to students and ask for thoughts on the sites. Examples are provided, but should be checked as sites are updated and change.

Summary

· Lead a class discussion. Ask students, why does navigation matter on a site? Engage students in conversation about moving throughout a website.  Allow the students to nominate their favorite site (school appropriate content) and explore that site as a class. Engage in conversation about navigation on that site.

Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

2.
Teacher should assign groups of 2-3 students a navigation style, based on teacher choice of group assignments. There are 9 different types so allowing for one group for each type of navigation is ideal.  
· Give students the Navigation Design: The Good and the Bad Handout and the attached Navigation Design: The Good and the Bad Rubric for specific directions.  Students will use PowerPoint to summarize and present the navigation design assigned to the class. 
3. 
Student groups should be given 1-2 class periods to prepare and practice presenting presentation. On the third day groups should present to the class. Students should provide handout to classmates summarizing the navigation scheme.

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Culminating Unit Performance Task Title: 
Bytes Computer Store Site Mock-Up
Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 
Provide students with project scenario: Teacher may choose to do a role play and act as the client and the students serve as the webmasters creating notes from the meeting.  
Using the software available, students will create a home page mock-up for the client based on stated needs. Students must create a home page with all the requirements and specify one type of navigation, modify the original work with another navigation scheme and finally, modify the original work a second time to show a third type of navigation. All three pages will be the same home page, but with three different navigation schemes. 

NOTE: This will just be a View of the home page and not a real working page. Students DO NOT have to create the entire site. They will only work to create a visually appealing home page with three different navigation options.  

Students should be prepared to present why each navigation scheme is usable for site. Each navigation style should compliment what the client wants for their site.
