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Adobe Dreamweaver comes with many powerful web design tools that can be used to create websites. If your website needs to display a large number of pictures, you can use Dreamweaver to automatically create image galleries from folders on your computer. To use this feature, you will need to have Adobe Fireworks installed; Dreamweaver cannot automatically create the thumbnails for the gallery without Fireworks.

1. Navigate to the folder where your website is kept using your computer's file browser. Create a new folder for Dreamweaver to use for image storage.


2. Open the web page that will become your photo gallery with Dreamweaver, or create a new web page for your website.


3. Select "Create Web Photo Album" from the "Commands" menu.


4. Name your album gallery. Use Dreamweaver's file browser to select the folder that contains the images you want on your website.


5. Select the folder you created in Step 1 as the "Destination" folder. Select a thumbnail size from the drop-down menu. The image thumbnails will be displayed on the main gallery page as a preview of the actual image.


6. Set the number of image columns you want on your main gallery page and click "OK" to begin creating the gallery.


7. Open the newly created "index.htm" page located in the "Destination" folder. Apply any site templates or CSS to the page to give the page the same aesthetic as your website.

Creating a mouse-over effect using Dreamweaver requires first creating two button images, one for upstate and one for overstate, clicking on the "Insert" panel, selecting "Images," finding "Rollover Image" and uploading the appropriate button images.
