· Have the groups discuss and research their web development roles. 

· Students will then look for that particular job on job search sites and enter notes on that job in a word processor/text editor.

End the lesson with students reporting back to the class about the job description they researched, where they could be hired, and how much they would make if they were hired to work in their assigned role on a web development team.

5. 
Alternate lesson: Have each student look up all the roles above and document the job description, salary, and what companies are hiring on a spreadsheet or word processor.

Summary

· Review the class assignment on the chosen roles. Ask the students if they could see themselves in that position.

LESSON 4: FOCUS ON USERS / VIEWERS

Discuss the different search engines available on the web like Google, Bing and Yahoo. Explain how search engines find the information users are looking for. Discuss how this is important to web developers and their customers.

5. 
Use Google Analytics graphics to help students further understand how analytics help web developers, marketers and site owners better understand who is visiting their sites. 
6. 
Summary

· Review the essential questions again with class and end the lesson with a discussion on Search Engine Optimization and user/viewers interests.

Explain to students that the DDA (Disability Discrimination Act) that was passed in 1990 stated:

“It's unlawful for a service provider to discriminate against a disabled person by refusing to provide any service which it provides to members of the public.”--Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990

Ask students to reflect on the cases you read above and ask them the following questions:

· How can web developers ensure that disabled people can access their web pages?
· What tags allow you to helped disabled people know what the pictures on your web page are?

5.
Explain to students that in 1998 the US Congress amended the Rehabilitation

After students have had an opportunity to think, discuss and write down their ideas, pose the following 
questions to the groups:

· Whose idea in your group best assists the site in generating more targeted traffic/customers?

· How did you arrive at your decision for the best idea?

· Are there particular colors, wording, and pictures you would recommend to use with your new idea?

· How would you sell your idea to the business owner in need of generating more targeted traffic to their website?

Summary

· End the lesson with a summary of the activity and discussion.  
· Students should present their storyboards to the class. 
· The teacher along with the other class groups can give feedback to the group on their storyboard. Students can also display their storyboards/sketch-boards around the classroom walls or in the school halls.

Materials needed for students' Storyboards:

· Bulletin board paper
