Intro
Ask students how websites are made? Do you have to know HTML? Is there software available to make website creation easier? How much do you think this software cost? Go on to explain that there are a lot of HTML editors on the market ranging from free to hundreds of dollars. Most of these HTML editors do not require knowing HTML code but it is advantageous to know HTML to add additional features or troubleshoot.

5.
Guided Instruction
Walk the students through the Discovering HTML Software PowerPoint and make sure students fully understand the material because they will be creating their own website using this software.

6.
Independent work
Students are instructed to create a simple 1 page website using MS Publisher that highlights the city they were born in… include population, location, climate, and any other pertinent information.  This is a completion grade.

Ask students how much they read off the internet? Is it easy on your eyes to read a lot of text off a monitor? What do you normally do when a webpage has big blocks of text? How can info be broken up to make for easier reading? Lists. Bold, Font Size. Color. Continue to discuss how a normal web user does not read a webpage as much as they would read a written report or news article.
