Lesson 6:  Using CSS Style Sheet 
In Dreamweaver
Instructor Notes: 

· This lesson is designed for Dreamweaver CS3. 

· It is important to check the lesson tasks with your version of Dreamweaver as some of the menus changed in newer versions.

· Before starting this lesson, a folder with the content of the StyleSheet and the web page needs to saved in an area where the student can save and access it.  (the CSS Stylesheet and webpage is attached to this Unit)
· The folder the students will access in this lesson is CSS-DW-StyleSheet
Lesson 6 Applying A CSS Style Sheet
· Start Adobe Dreamweaver CS3

· Choose Site> New Site

· In Site Definitions choose the Advanced Tab

· Name Your Site Attaching A Style Sheet

· In the local root folder click on the folder
In the dialogue box locate the CSS-DW-StyleSheet folder you created 
· Now the site has been set up, you can easily open and save files in Dreamweaver
· In the files panel double click to open the file index.html (if you do not see the files panel you can open it by going to the pull down menu Windows)

· Choose> Window> CSS Style

· In the Style Panel click Attach Style Sheet (the chain link icon at the bottom of the panel)

· When the attach external style sheet dialog box opens, click browse. Navigate to your folder called CSS-DW-StyleSheet and select style.css

· Click OK

· Choose File>Save 

· Press F12 (Windows) or Option+F12 (MAC OS) to preview your page on your primary browser

Lesson 6 Changing  CSS Rule
· Start Adobe Dreamweaver CS3

· If necessary Open the file index.html in your CSS-DW-StyleSheet folder
· Click New CSS Rule (located at the bottom of the CSS Styles panel
· In the New CSS Rule dialogue box choose the selector type: tag option.
· From the tag list, choose h1

· Make sure that the define in file is set to style.css

· Click OK

· In the CSS Rule window that opens define h1 by choosing a color, ems for size, and a font

· Click the Box category> 
In the padding area, deselect the same for all the checkbox.

In the bottom field enter 3 pixels and press Tab.

· Click the border category>

In the bottom area select style>solid>width 2>color of your choice

· Click Ok

· The newly designed H1 tag is applied to where ever the H1 tag was defined on the index.html page

· Choose File>Save and press F12 (Windows) or Option+F12 (MAC OS) to preview your page on your primary browser

Lesson 6 Adding a New CSS Rule

· Start Adobe Dreamweaver CS3

· If necessary Open the file index.html in your CSS-DW-StyleSheet folder
· Click New CSS Rule (located at the bottom of the CSS Styles panel

· In the New CSS Rule dialogue box choose the selector type: class option.

· In the name field call it .more

· Make sure that the define in file is set to style.css

· Click OK

· The CSS Rule window will open for .more 

Click the Block> text align> center

· Click Ok

· This rule must be manually applied in the document so you won’t notice the change until the next step.

· Highlight a paragraph on the web page. In the properties area choose> style >.more

· Note that the paragraph is now centered and the tag selector includes the style <p.style>

· Choose File>Save and press F12 (Windows) or Option+F12 (MAC OS) to preview your page on your primary browser
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
