Creating an Image Map using Hotspots in Fireworks

Creating an image map involves adding a picture to an HTML Document, selecting part of the image to become a hyperlink to another site (the easiest way to locate the coordinates is to open the image in a graphic editing program and use the ruler to locate the pixel coordinates), and using the coordinates for the image part so the computer identifies the part of the image to link.

coords="area-coordinates" - Specifies the coordinates that define the corners of the shape. The coordinates depend on the shape specified in the shape attribute:

	Shape
	Coordinates

	rect
	coords="x1,y1,x2,y2"  (The top left and bottom right corners of the rectangle)

	circle
	coords="x,y,r"  (The centre and radius of the circle)

	poly
	coords="x1,y1,x2,y2,x3,y3,..."  (The corners of the polygon)


Note that all coordinate values are relative to the top left corner of the image. In other words, the top left corner always has coordinates (0, 0).
