Essential Questions Answer Key
1. How do frames help web site developers organize effective web sites?

Frames organize web pages by dividing them into rows of columns. Each frame is a complete HTML document which means that more than one page is viewed at a time.  For example, using a frame for navigation allows a navigation page to display at the left, top, or bottom of the page without changing while the middle or main part of the page changes.  If the developer wants to change the navigation, only the page in the navigation needs to be updated, not every page. 
2. What are the advantages and disadvantages of using frames to layout a web site?

Advantages:  Frames make a web site easier to navigate because the navigation menu frame is constantly visible.  Frames make the site load faster because images in the navigation menu remain loaded as other pages change.  Frames can make the site easier to design and update.  Frames can add interest because banners and advertising can be permanently visible.

Disadvantages:  Not all browsers support frames, some search engines only locate the home or index page and content pages may not appear, and frames can also make it difficult to direct a visitor to a particular page.  Frames within frames can be confusing to navigate.
3. How do tables help web site developers organize web site content?

Tables are used to organize information on an entire site and hold it into place.  Although tables can be used to layout entire sites, Cascading Style Sheets are now more frequently used by Web developers.  Tables are primarily used to position, present, and organize data and information on a Web site. 
4. How are cell padding and cell spacing used in organizing information with a table?

Cell padding is used to add spaced between the inside cell wall and the contents of the cell while cell spacing is used to add space between the cells.

5. How are forms used to create interactivity in web sites?

Forms allow Web site visitors and customers to input information or send information to the company or organization hosting the site.  Information may include purchasing information, membership information, survey data, or registration information.
6. Where is the information from a form stored?

Information from a form is stored in a database or spreadsheet so the web site developer can access and sort the data into usable information.
7. Why is it important to consider the W3C standards of accessibility when designing a web site?

The standards ensure that all people worldwide can view the website.  
8. What information should be presented to a client prior to designing a web site?

The client should be presented with a storyboard sketch for each page, Web site colors, the content displayed on each page, graphical elements used on each page, and a timeline for site completion. 
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
