Site Development Project
For the culminating task, you will develop a three-page web site based on a client’s needs.  The site will include frames, a form, and graphical elements for navigation.  Your teacher will serve as the client for the first two activities and the entire class will serve as the client and board of directors for the fourth activity.

Site Development Project Elements
· Activity 1 – Working with Clients to Plan a Web Site (20 points)

· Activity 2 - Storyboarding the Web site for Client Review (30 points)
· Activity 3 – Developing the Site (100 points)
· Activity 4 – Presenting the Site to the Client – Assessment (50 points)
Activity 1:  Read the scenario and make a list of questions you would like to ask the client.  Remember the more information you gather, the better able you will be to meet your client’s needs.  You will have one opportunity to ask questions before you storyboard all of the pages.  You will be able to ask questions in small groups when called in for your appointment. 

Activity 2:   Use the information you gathered to storyboard the pages.  Your storyboard should include the following:

· The layout of the frameset for each page.  How will you use frames to organize the page?
· A sketch of the navigation and banner area design. Where will the company name and hyperlinks be placed on each page?
· Organize all graphics and text and note their location on each page.  Sketch the layout of each page so the client will understand where you intend to place the graphics and text.
· Organize the reservation form sketching all elements and fields used on the page.
· Provide an example of the colors used on the page.
· Meet with the client to review your plans for the company web site design.

Activity 3:  Use HTML editing software such as Dreamweaver, FrontPage, or Expression Web to layout and design the web site using frames, forms, and graphical elements. The site should be designed using the elements of good design for color, graphics, font styles and sizes, and placement of objects including the use of tables to organize information on the page.
Activity 4:  Develop a presentation for the client and the board of directors for the company.  You will present your site using PowerPoint and a browser.  Remember to highlight the requests of your client and how your site best meets his/her needs.  Your PowerPoint Presentation should include:
· Title Slide – Your Company Name and Beachcomber Resort with a graphic.
· The layout and navigation of the page.
· Organization of each page with content (slide for each page with link to the page).
· How your site meets the client needs. Justify your colors, design, content emphasized, and layout of the pages.

SCENARIO

You have been hired by a Florida Resort to design their website.  The resort is called The Beachcomber Resort and is located on the beach in Panama City, Florida.  The resort owner would like the web site designed in frames.  The owner of the resort wants to focus on fun for all ages in an upscale resort. The pages requested by the client include:

· An introduction page with a picture of the exterior of the resort, an interior room, and the pool.  The introduction page should include the general information about the resort and contact information at the bottom of the page with a hyperlinked e-mail address.

· A reservation form for on-line room booking. 

· An amenities page to highlight the main features of the resort (pools, tennis courts, work out room, game room,  beach chairs, and jet ski rentals)
The resort owner provided you with photographs and the following information about the resort:
