TEACHER INSTRUCTIONS:  Site Development Project

For this unit’s culminating task, students will develop a three-page web site based on a client’s needs.  The site will include frames, a form, and graphical elements for navigation.  As facilitator of this project, you will meet with the students and serve as the client for the first two activities and the entire class will serve as the client and board of directors for the fourth activity.

Activity 1:   The students are asked to read a scenario and gather information from the client before they begin developing the storyboard for the site.  You will answer whatever questions the students ask, but do not prompt them for questions. The scenario does not include the colors the client would like for the site, key graphics, the company logo, or company address and contact information.  You may make-up your own information or use the information below.

· Colors:  gulf coast water blue, sunset orange, and yellow.
· Graphics:  Included in the graphics folder, but only give to the student if he/she asks.
· Company Logo:  Included in the folder, but you are not happy with the logo and will offer extra credit if a new logo is designed to meet the company needs.  You would like a logo with the company name, a beach sunset look, and the silhouette of people walking on the beach.

Activity 2:  The second time you meet with students is to review the site based on the customer needs.   This time you will meet individually with students and review their storyboard and plan.  Students should have a page storyboarded for each web page with the important elements and details noted.  Each student should present his or her plan for the site to you.  If time does not permit individual meetings, you may have students present their site plans to each other and use the rubric to assess. If an active advisory board is part of your school program, business members from the community may also be an option for the client presentations.  An alternative is to have students submit their proposals in written form.  Students with weak site development should be required to resubmit their proposal until the client’s needs are satisfied.

Activity 3:  Students actually design the site as approved by client.  The site should be designed using frames and graphic or text links.

Activity 4:  Each student presents his/her final site to the class.  The presentation should be geared toward the client and the board of directors for the company.  The presentation should focus on how the site meets the client’s needs and the functionality of the site.  The class may peer evaluate as a portion of the grade.
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
