Directions for Ultimate Classroom 
Objective: Re-design a classroom in your school to meet the specific needs of the students and teacher.  Use the schematic Design Plan to complete your project.  You will need to show the following for your final presentation

All classrooms must have the following new items specified.

· Desk chair and desk for teacher, computer table/tables, student desks or tables, student seating

· Accessories such as lamps for task lighting, whiteboard, smart board, or room divide, art work are optional

· You will be replacing the majority of furniture but you can incorporate some of the current furniture into the project if applicable.

· Specify finishes for wall paint.

· Specify locations for new outlets if necessary and power poles if wires will need to be dropped from the ceiling for computers.

1. Identify the project- Ultimate Classroom

· There will not be a budget for the project.  

· Cost Estimate: You will still  need to present a cost estimate  for the items you specify

2. Assess the client characteristic

· Interview the teacher 

·  Create a student survey to be given to the students in the class to evaluate what their needs are in the classroom environment.

3. Analyze the environment

· What needs to be changed

· Is the filing adequate for the teacher?

· Does there need to be a locker system within the classroom?

· How will technology be integrated into the classroom?

· How many students can be comfortably placed in the classroom?

· Measure the space and create a floor plan  using templates

· Remember traffic areas and wheelchair access.

4. Develop a Preliminary Budget

· As mentioned there is no cap on a budget in the project. 

· There will be a preliminary cost estimate presented to the teacher, and a final estimate based on the items you specify.  

5. Compile a Design Resource File:

· Students should already be working on this activity and may be able to pull information from that file for this project.  
· Create an physical file and an electronic file labeled “educational” and begin compiling information that will help you with this project.

6.  Plan Use of Space

· Arrange the space by using one of the following.

1. CAD program

2. Floor plan using graph paper

Note: An elevation is a great visual guide to use in the part of the plan.  If you have studied how to draw elevations than I would suggest you use this in addition to the drawing.

7. Choose a Style and Color Scheme
· Style: your teacher may have a theme/style they would like to present in their classroom. 

· Color Scheme:  Keep in mind that this is a classroom and you want it to be stimulating and inviting.  Use your knowledge about the psychology of color as you make your decisions for color.

8. Select Backgrounds

· Furniture: use internet resources or local retailers for pictures and pricing

· Lighting: You will have your current fluorescent lighting so this will only relate to task lighting for the classroom.

· Accessories: How do you personalize the classroom?  What 

· Compile the final budget into a written estimate. Record the hours you have spent working on the project.
· Use $90.00 an hour as your design rate.  List the current hours you have already put into the project.

· Add a 20% contingency fee on all products you plan to order.

9. Present the Design

· Present a sample board to your teacher/client.

10. Implementation of the Design 

· This part of the project is always the most important because it leads to the results of your expertise and hard work.

· If the teacher/client in this case actually has a budget to incorporate some of your ideas into their classroom you should take pictures of before and after and keep these in your portfolio.

Final Grade for culminating Project will be based on your knowledge and following the steps of the schematic design plan
