LESSON 1:  Interpretation of manufacturers’ materials and components specifications 

1. Identify the standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom.

2. Review Essential Question(s). Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
· How are finishes and materials selected for interior design projects?

· How are manufacturer’s specification data sheets utilized?
· What information can be located on a manufacturer’s specification data sheet?

4. Interest approach – Mental set

Open class discussion by showing an elaborate restaurant or hotel design out of an interior design periodical.   Ask the class some of the following questions:
a) How would the designer of this space know the height and width of all of these tables?

b) How would the designer know what type of carpeting to get for this space?

c) How would the designer select the right size lighting?

d) How would the designer know the size of refrigerators that would fit this space?

e) (any others that might be pertinent to your example)…..

         5.     Discuss the many decisions that might have to be made in an elaborate design and the difficulty of having to locate every item.
 6.     Introduce manufacturer’s specification data sheet (msds).  
7.     Pass out a copy of the Kitchen-Aid refrigerator msds (#1 attachment).   Ask them to look over the msds and identify what information they can read from this sheet.  You might ask a student to list items on board as they are called out.

 8.      Introduce Utilizing Manufacturer’s Specification Data Sheets activity (#2 attachment). Review directions
 9.      Monitor progress during activity.  Assist students as necessary.
       10.     Review completed activity with class.  Discuss why each item of information would be helpful to the 

                  designer and consumer.

Day #2  

1. Divide class into pairs and direct them to locate a msds utilizing company websites for fixtures, furnishings and equipment.

2. Direct them to write down at least 10 facts they are able to locate on the msds.
3. Transition class into small groups of 3-4 pairs of students.

4. Direct  groups to discuss their findings with each other.

        5.     Ask students to write down 3 facts they learned from discussion.  Turn in for grade.      
•
LESSON 2:  Evaluation and comparison of fixtures, furnishings, and equipment

*For this lesson you might find it helpful to prepare a packet for each student. One each of attachments #3, #4, #5, #6. Ten each of attachments #7, #8, and #9. 
1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· How are finishes and materials selected for residential and commercial design?
2. Open class discussion by showing pictures of residential and commercial interior design projects. Point out that specifications for fixtures, furnishings, and equipment for commercial projects can be quite different than residential projects.  For instance, carpeting for a commercial project would have to have greater durability than for a residential design.  Ask students to think of other examples.

3.  Introduce Products Portfolio project. 
a. Review  Products Portfolio directions (attachment #3). Review each step listed. Show examples 
of the 3-ring binder and divider pages you would like them to utilize.
b. Review Products Portfolio rubrics (attachments #4, #5, #6).  Discuss how portfolio will be 
evaluated.  Direct them to list the products they select in the numbered blanks on the rubric.

c. Pass out the Product Evaluation forms (attachments #7, #8, #9).  Discuss how they should mount 
examples in the top portion of the form. Direct their attention to the gray shaded area where 
they will list the item they are evaluating. Remind them that they can refer to manufacturer’s 
web sites and magazines to determine use, advantages, and disadvantages.
d. Monitor and assist students as they progress on Products Portfolio.

e. Allow 5 class periods to complete portfolio.
4. Portfolio is evaluated using rubric.
•
LESSON 3:  Interior Finishes 

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

How can interior finishes create mood or atmosphere in a space?


2. Open class discussion by showing interior spaces out of magazines like Dwell and Veranda. Point out how the finishes utilized in the rooms define the style, create mood and affect the environment of the entire space.  (Dwell typically shows modern interiors with lots of stainless steel, light clear birch and white glass finishes.  Veranda often uses gold, brass, rich woods, traditional prints, and clear glass). 
3. Introduce Interior Finishes Project (#10 attachment).  Review directions.  Show examples of the same interior with different finishes.  Demonstrate expectation for finished product.
4. Monitor and assist students as they progress on Interior Finishes project.

5. Allow 2 class periods to complete project

6. Divide class into 3-4 small groups.  Direct students to discuss completed projects within their groups.

7. If time permits, allow groups to circulate around room to view all completed projects.
