How to measure for paint:
1.  Measure the length of each wall, add together and total.
2. Multiply the square feet of the room by the height of the ceiling to determine the number of square feet.
3. A gallon of paint will cover approximately 350 to 400 square feet.  To allow enough paint, divide the total number of square feet by 350 to determine the number of gallons of paint. 
How to measure for wallpaper:
1. Measure the length of each wall and add together and total.
2. Divide the total number of square feet by 36.
3. For every two openings (doors and windows) subtract one roll of wallpaper. If the paper has a repeated pattern do not deduct for the openings. Note that most wallpaper is sold in double rolls.

Instructions for Measuring Crown Molding
1. Decide the angle and height you are going to use before you measure for the crown molding.. Low ceilings need a small angle on the crown molding and higher ceilings require a larger angle. A good rule of the thumb for the height of the crown is that it should be the same height as the baseboard.
2. Determine what parts of each room you are going to install crown molding. For instance, there may be walk-in closets, cupboards, or areas where you may not need to install crown molding.
3. Measure each room and each wall in the room for the crown molding. It is important to measure all the way to the wall on each section of the room. This may give you too much crown molding but it's better to have too much than too little.
4. Write down each measurement and then add up the total amount of feet required to cover the entire crown molding project. Be sure to round up to the next foot length.
5. Divide the total feet of crown molding you need by 16, which is the length in feet that that most places sell crown molding.

Instructions for Measuring Base Molding
1. Start to measure in base molding by finding a straight wall with two inside corners. This means the only cuts you must make will be straight cuts. Put your tape against one wall, pulling it across to the opposite wall. Get your measurement and cut that piece of base.

2. Note that there is another way to measure in base molding without using a tape measurer. Take a piece of shoe molding or something about ¾-by-¾ thick. Cut it 8 feet long. Now, put one end against one corner of the wall. At the other end, put a mark on the wall. Slide the piece of shoe mold to the opposite end of the wall. Mark the shoe mold at the mark you put on the wall. This gives you the exact length of your wall that you're applying to.

3. Measure in base molding after the first piece is applied. When you put your tape measure against the first piece and go to the opposite wall, cut this length about 1/16 inch longer than your measurement. This gives you a tight fit on your joints.
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
