Assessment(s) Description/Directions:

The Window Treatment Selection Case Studies assessment will be used in partner and group discussions.  The Window Treatment Identification Quiz will assess the students’ abilities to recognize a variety of window treatments.  The Window Treatment Design Project is an individual project that involves analyzing situations and selecting the best choice.  The Window Treatment Unit Test assesses the students’ overall knowledge of the unit.

LESSON 1:  Selecting Window Treatments

1.
Identify the standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom.

2.  Review Essential Question(s). Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

Identify and review the unit vocabulary. Terms may be posted on word wall.

4.   Interest approach –
Ask students to list in chart form the types of window coverings they have in their homes (if they don’t know the actual name, they can sketch a picture of it.)  Have them tally the number of each type.  The students should keep this chart for a later activity.

5. Discuss the factors to consider when selecting window treatments using the PowerPoint, “Selecting Window Treatments.”  The students should complete the graphic organizer during the presentation.

6. The students should complete the Window Treatment Selections Case Studies worksheet individually.  After students have individual answers, they should discuss the answers with a partner.  Partners should make a list of their best choices.  As a class, discuss the best solutions for each case study.

LESSON 2:  Types of Window Treatments  (2-3 class periods)

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
· EQ:  What factors should be considered when selecting window treatments?
· EQ:  How do you identify the different types of window treatments?

2.
Interest Approach:  Show students magazine pictures of a variety of window treatments.  Pass them around the room.  Tell students they will be learning the names and characteristics of each of the treatments.
3. Show the video, “Window Treatment Basics.”  This will review window treatment selection and introduce specific window treatment styles.
4. Discuss the different styles of window treatments and the characteristics of each using the PowerPoint presentation, “Window Treatments.”  The students should take notes and sketch each type shown.
5. The students should create a portfolio of window treatment styles using magazine pictures.  Each style should have a picture example, a brief description of the style, and a suggested use.  (Allow 1-2 additional class periods for completion.)
6. Use the end of class on the last day of the Window Treatment Portfolio project to review the different window treatment styles in preparation for a quiz the following day.  Use the same magazine pictures you used for the interest approach, or different ones.

LESSON 3:  Choosing the Right Window Treatment (2 class periods)

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· EQ:  How do you identify the different types of window treatments?
· EQ:  How do you choose a window treatment for a specific window?

2.
Interest Approach:  Using the students’ charts from Day 1, have the students list the name of each type of window treatment they have in their own homes.  On the board list the different types of window treatments found in the students’ homes and a collective tally of the number of each type.  Discuss the results.  Ask the students why they think certain styles are more popular.

3. 
Give Window Treatment Identification Quiz.  Select 10 magazine picture examples of the different types of window treatments.  Hold up the numbered picture or pass it around the room.  The students should list the type of window treatment on their paper.
4. Hand out the How to Measure for Window Treatments information sheet.  Explain sheet.  Show an example of the equipment needed.  As an out-of-class assignment, instruct students to measure the windows in two rooms in their homes. (Encourage parental interest/help.)  They should sketch the window and then label each measurement.

5. Review the factors to consider when selecting appropriate window treatments.  Divide the class into eight groups.  Assign each group a type of window treatment:  1. Draperies 2. Curtains 3. Shades 4. Valences 5. Swags 6. Blinds 7. Shutters 8. Cornices.  Each group should list the advantages and disadvantages of their assigned window treatment.  Groups should present their information to the class.  (The presentations can be used as an introduction/review activity for the next day.)

6. The students will complete the Window Design Project.  For each drawing, the students will sketch an appropriate window treatment.  They will identify their choice by name and give their reasons for selecting it.  (You may want to require the sketches to be rendered with colored pencils.)
