Step 1:  Room Dimensions

Create a floor plan for a kitchen 12’ x 10.5’.  Draw the room to scale on the graph paper provided.  Include all door and window openings.  Darken the outside walls.  Write the dimensions outside each wall.  

Step 2:  Work Centers

Select a kitchen design style.  Draw work centers into your floor plan.  Lightly draw the work triangle (be sure it does not exceed 22ft.!)  

Step 3:  Elevation Drawing

Draw an elevation view of one wall of your kitchen.  Use the following height dimensions:  floor to ceiling height is 8 ft.; floor to top of countertop is 36 in.; countertop is 1 ½ in. thick; top of wall cabinets is 12 in. from ceiling; longest wall cabinets are 30 in.  

Step 4:  Perspective Drawing and Rendering

Create a one-point perspective drawing of the kitchen design.  Color it using colored pencils.  Remember to show as much detail as possible.

Step 5:  Specifications Sheet

Select all components for your kitchen.  Include floor covering, wall covering or paint, cabinets, countertops, window treatment, major appliances, sink with faucet, and lighting.  Create a specifications page with item cost, quantity needed, and total cost.

Floor plan with design layout – attach the one you created in Parts 1 and 2


Elevation drawing – attach the one you created in Part 3

Floor covering sample(s)

Walls – paint or wallpaper sample(s)

Cabinets and countertop – include a picture of style and a picture or sample of finish

Major appliances – include a picture example of each major appliance
Lighting – include a picture example of a minimum of one light fixture.
