Textile Vocabulary
BIOTEXTILES – Textiles designed for use in biological systems or which have a biological component
MEDICAL TEXTILES – Textiles designed for medical use
STENT – An expandable tube designed to hold open a passage in the body, such as a blood vessel
SMART TEXTILES – Textiles which sense information about their surroundings
INTELLIGENT TEXTILES – Textiles which not only sense, but also respond to, their immediate environment
SPORTS TEXTILES – Fabrics designed for use in sports
NBC SUIT – A garment designed to protect against nuclear, chemical and biological hazards

BALLISTIC ARMOR – Garments designed to protect against stabbing, cutting, bullets and shrapnel

AGRO-TEXTILES – Textiles used in agriculture
CONSTRUCTION TEXTILES – Textiles used in the construction of buildings; also known as architectural textiles

GEO-TEXTILES - Textiles which have applications in civil engineering and construction

DOMESTIC TEXTILES – Textiles used in the home, as fire-retardant coverings or as upholstery

INDUSTRIAL TEXTILES – Textiles used in industrial engineering applications
