LESSON 1: INTRODUCTION TO LEGISLATION IN THE TEXTILE INDUSTRY

1.
Identify the standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom.

4.    Interest approach – Mental set

Begin class by reviewing some of the laws (unit 7) that affect the textile industry:

· Textile Fiber Products Identification Act 

· Wood Products Labeling Act

· Flammable Fabrics Act

· Etc, etc., etc., 

A. Ask students to imagine what conditions led to laws being passed to regulate the textile industry.   
B. Discuss legislation that governs the textile industry on the national, state and local level.

C. Discuss the importance of legislation for consumer safety and security.
D. Discuss the importance of legislation for the protection of the environment.
E. Identify sources that regulate the textile industry (# 1 attachment).

5.
Introduce the Textile Legislation PowerPoint presentation project:
A. Review PowerPoint presentation directions using the attachment called Legislation in the Textile Industry PPT Directions.
B. Direct students to sign up on the roster (Textile Legislation PowerPoint Sign up Roster). They may work alone or in pairs.
C. Emphasize that groups will locate their topic of legislation.   

D. When they locate a topic they will need to list it on the sign up roster.
E. Legislation topics cannot be duplicated.
F. Review the Legislation in the Textile Industry PPT Grading Rubric.
G. Allow students 2-3 class periods to utilize computers to research their topic on the internet and to prepare their PowerPoint presentations.
H. Establish a PowerPoint preparation schedule.
I. Establish a PowerPoint presentation schedule.

PowerPoint Presentations
A. Students will present their PowerPoint presentations to the group.
B. Evaluate presentations by utilizing the PowerPoint grading rubric.
C. Discuss each PowerPoint.  Encourage students to analyze issues of safety, security, environmental issues, and personal and employer responsibilities.

LESSON 2:  PERSONAL AND EMPLOYER RESPONSIBILITIES IN TEXTILE INDUSTRY LEGISLATION

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
· Can you describe some of the responsibilities and liabilities of employers in the textile industry?

· Can you describe some of the safety, security, and environmental responsibilities of the textile industry?
2.
Review legislation that regulates the textile industry that was presented in PowerPoint presentations in previous class periods. 

3.
Direct students to write a 3 paragraph essay on, “How does legislation of the textile industry impact the safety and security of consumers?” and “What are personal and employer responsibilities in these issues?”
4,
Allow 1 class period to complete this assignment.
5.
Allow 1 class period to discuss these issues.
6.
Have students write a paragraph about the responsibilities of employers in the textile industry or responsibilities of the textile industry regarding safety, security and the environment. They should cite at least one law in their discussion.
