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Building the Sample Loom

Directions:

Loom
1. Cut 2 pieces of poster board 8-1/2” x 11” for each student.  This will make all 4 of the weave samples outlined in the lesson plans. (for a class of 28 you will need 56 copies)
2. Copy 2 templates for each student.  (for a class of 28 you will need 56 copies)
3. Glue template onto pre-cut poster board (you can decide if you want your students to complete the following tasks)
4. Trim outer lines of template (a paper cutter is great for this)
5. Set aside shuttle for later.
6. Cut each template on line indicated on template.  (a paper cutter is great for this)
7. Fold each template in half along the double gray lines
8. Tape outside edges together
9. Very carefully cut into folded and taped edges to end of gray lines.
10. Remember you will need a total of 4 completed looms to make all weave samples.
Shuttle

1. Trim neatly around outer lines of shuttle.

2. Fold shuttle in half.

3. Tape outside edges together. 

4. Thread about 36” of yarn color #2 through middle of shuttle.

5. Keep one end of yarn long, the other is about 8”. (you will only be using a single strand of yarn for weaving)
6. Use the shuttle to weave through the warp yarns.

	Plain Weave

1. Send shuttle through warp yarns under one over the next yarn.

2. At the end of each row start the shuttle in the opposite direction of the previous row.

3. Pattern: over one, under one, over one…

4. When card is full trim remaining yarn, and tape end under completed weaving
	Basket Weave

1. Send shuttle through warp yarns under two yarns and then over two yarns.

2. At the end of each row start the shuttle in the opposite direction of the previous row.

3. Pattern: over two, under two, over two…

4. When card is full trim remaining yarn, and tape end under completed weaving.

	Twill Weave

1. Send the shuttle through the warp yarns over two, under one, over two for first row.
2. Cut yarn at each end (leave 1”extra)
3. In the next row, the sequence starts one yarn over from the row above.

4. When card is full trim remaining yarn, and tape end under completed weaving.
	Satin Weave
1. Send shuttle through warp yarns under one and then over four yarns.
2. Cut yarn at each end (leave 1” extra)

3. In the next row, start the same sequence one warp yarn over.

4. When card is full trim remaining yarn, and tape end under completed weaving.
