Interest approach – Mental set
· Note: Before teaching this lesson, collect pictures of textiles being used in a variety of settings, including children’s sleepwear, firefighter gear, carpeting, upholstered furniture, and athletic wear.

· Display the pictures to start off a discussion.

· Ask students, “How would you expect each type of textile to perform in a given situation?”

· Do textile products usually perform as intended?

· Explain to students textiles do perform as intended because of extensive testing, laws, and regulations governing the use of materials.
5.
Textile Testing Project

· Introduce the textile testing mini poster and presentation project by telling students they can work individually or with a partner.

· Using the Textile Testing Sign-up Roster, have students choose one textile testing-related topic to research and present on.

· Give students a copy of the Textile Testing Mini Poster and Presentation Rubric and have them follow the guidelines to create a poster and presentation about their chosen topic.

· Review the presentation criteria and establish due dates for portions of the project.

· Allow students class time to work on their projects.

· Note: This project may be used as an out-of-class homework assignment as well.
· Have students present their projects and encourage discussion after each topic.
· After all the groups have presented, display the posters in the classroom.

LESSON 2:  TEXTILE LAWS AND REGUALTIONS

Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom
· What are laws and regulations that govern the textile industry?
· Why are textile laws and regulations important for the consumer?
2.
Cocoanut Grove

· Show the website http://www.celebrateboston.com/disasters/cocoanut-grove-fire.htm to the class and allow students to read about this 1942 nightclub fire.

· Lead a discussion about the fire.

· Ask students, “How did textiles contribute to the fire?”

· What could have been done to prevent this from happening?

· Do you think lives could have been saved if textile use regulations were in place? If so, what?
· Have you heard of any other textile-safety incidents occurring?

3.
Textile Safety Project

· Allow students to either work individually or in groups on this project.

· Have students sign up for a topic on the Textile Laws and Regulations Sign-up Roster.

· See attached supplementary files

· Distribute the Textile Laws and Regulations PowerPoint Presentation Rubric.
· See attached supplementary files

· Explain to students they will research their chosen topic and create a PowerPoint presentation following the guidelines on the rubric.

· Review the guidelines and establish due dates for the PowerPoint presentation.

· Give students in-class time to research and work on their project.

· Note: This may require extra time as a take-home assignment.

· Have students present their project and encourage discussion after each topic.

LESSON 3:  TEXTILE CARE LABELS

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· What is a textile label?

· What information is required to be on a textile care label?
2. 
Lead a brief discussion about textile care labels.

· Note: Before teaching this lesson, collect fabric care labels from clothing, fabric bolts, and manufacturer specification data sheets.

· Ask students, “Have you ever washed a garment and had it shrink, fade, or bleed?”

· Why do you think this occurred?

· What information can you find on a textile care label?

· Read out loud some of the textile care labels you collected.

· Ask students, “What do you think some of these terms mean?”

· Why is it important to follow the instructions on a care label?

3.
Label Design Activity

· Instruct students to visit www.sdahg.org.

· Tell students to click “laundry,” then “fabric care labels,” then “Your Guide to the Care Labels.”

· Have students create a custom label for a textile product.

· Distribute the Textile Care Label Design Activity worksheet and Textile Care Label Design Activity Grading Rubric.

· Allow students one class period to complete this project.

· Once students have designed their labels, have them present in front of the class.

· Discuss each label as a class and determine if appropriate care instructions were included.

LESSON 4:  ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· What are some of the environmental issues relevant to the textile industry?
2.
Graffiti Wall Activity

· Have students pick a partner to research an issue dealing with the environmental impact of the textile industry.

· Instruct each pair to write the following down on a sheet of paper:

· Issue or polluter

· What causes it?

· What is being done about it?
· Spread a 12’ by 15’ piece of bulletin board paper on the floor and prepare it according to the Graffiti Board Example.

· See attached supplementary files

· Tell students to write information and illustrate what they find on the paper.

· Once students have finished researching, discuss each of the environmental issues on the graffiti board.

3.
Writing Activity

· Direct students to write a short essay on the environmental impact they learned about from the graffiti board.

· The essay should include:

· At least three of the issues or polluters

· Causes of the problem

· Solutions

· Students’ opinions about the issues

· Evaluate the essays using the Environmental Impact of the Textile Industry Essay Rubric.
