LESSON 1:  Identifying Trends

1.
Identify the standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom.

Review Essential Question(s). Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· What is the importance of trends in the development of new textile products?
3.  Identify and review the unit vocabulary. Terms may be posted on word wall.

4.
Interest approach – Mental set
Ask students to list some of the latest trends  (any type of trend can be listed). Have students compare their lists.  On the board, develop categories to list the trends under.  Discuss whether or not some trends can fall under more than one category (ex.:  a color might fall under clothing and interiors).  Ask for a class definition of “trend.”

5. Discuss trends using the Trends and Forecasting PowerPoint presentation (slides 1-7).
6. Using the Internet and/or design magazines, search for current trends in textile products (see Web Resources  section for suggested sites, or use search words:  design trends in the textile industry, interior design trends).  List or print the findings and share the results with the class.

LESSON 2:  Color Forecasting

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
· How is color forecasting used to develop new textile products?
2.
Show 1-3 color board examples to the class. (Color boards should be made ahead of time using magazine pictures, wall and floor covering samples, and fabric samples.  Each board should highlight one color. You may also show students the image files Color Board Example 1 and Color Board Example 2).  Ask students to identify the color the board is showcasing.  Explain that color boards are used in industry to show what colors are going to be popular during the upcoming seasons.
3. Discuss the influence of the Color Marketing Group, Color Association of the United States, and Pantone in setting the trend colors for the textile industry using slides 8-12 of the Trends and Forecasting PowerPoint presentation.
4.
Show students the Pantone video on YouTube entitled, “Find out how we forecast new color trends.”

2.   In pairs or groups, students will create a color board highlighting one future color trend.  The color board should include at least 4 different textile examples.  Also included on the color board should be a new textile pattern design that incorporates the trend color.  The textile design should be done on white paper with a colored pencil rendering.
