1) Starts with initial walk through

2) Hypothesis is clarified by evidence and data 

3) Examination, testing and further analysis may be required

4) Final theory is carried forward

Alternative Theories: Alternate theories not ignored – because evidence may later substantiate them

Assess scene and assist injured
