General Instructions for Mock Crime Scene Investigation
You are the Crime Scene Investigation Team from the Georgia Office of Investigation! 

You have been called to Nowhere, Georgia to investigate a homicide. 

You have 40 minutes in the scene.

You will NOT have access back to the scene.

Each scene is DIFFERENT – so don’t assume you can use some other groups info. 

Photography: You will share the camera – so shoot quickly! 
First – take a picture of the group as your first shot. This will help me ID the group and you’ll find your pictures faster.

Do the overview shots for the scene

Do the proper shots for the victim

You will NOT shoot all evidence – but you will indicate in the narrative that you did so (and how you did it) as well as indicate it on the final sketch. 

You will print out the crime scene photos 4 to a page for final submission

Evidence processing:

You will collect all evidence on the day in the crime scene 

You will process it tomorrow in the classroom 

Chain of custody must be maintained 

Box:

Your group got a copier box

You are to list all group members on the top

You are to label your period 

You are to seal it with evidence tape when submitted for storage or for final submission

All your materials must be stored in the box including forms

Final submission:

The group will turn in one of all required items (evidence, sketches, logs, etc.)

EACH member will turn in their narrative. You may add additional pages of note book paper if needed. 

Consult your notes, text, test, and other materials to make sure you submit all required materials. 

Once your box is submitted – you cannot add or change anything.
