Competitive Events

10% of each semester grade
Students will participate in an individual and a team project. The individual project is a Job Skills Demonstration which will be completed Fall Semester.  For the team activity students have a choice between Tech Prep Showcase and Occupational Health & Safety Single Section.  Students will receive a series of timeline completion checks but the preponderance of the grade will be the final presentation. This will comprise 10% of the semester grade each semester. Students are encouraged to read and reread the contest requirements to make sure all scoring elements are satiated. 
Job Skills Demonstration: The student will choose a skill to demonstrate. This skill can be any occupational related skill, but most will be from the field of Law & Justice. Students will prepare a 5 – 7 minute presentation. The presentation is more about teaching a person how to do a skill than anything else. You may use visual aids of all types; however you have a limited set up time. Be sure to read and reread all the rules to make sure you prepare correctly. 

Timeline: the date in parenthesis is week ending date 

Week 1 (9/30) – choose a topic and begin research 

Week 2 (10/7) – finish research, also research about demonstration speech pointers 
Week 3 (10/14) – begin to outline demonstration (be sure to use pointers)
Week 4 (10/21) – secure all props/materials needed for demonstration 

Week 5 (10/28) – practice skill presentation part of demonstration

Week 6 (11/4) – finalize demonstration script

Week 7 (11/11) – practice final script and tweak script

Week 8 (11/18) – practice, practice, practice (make sure your timing is good)
Week 9 – Evaluations on November 20, 23 & 24
Team Events: Students have a choice of which competition they wish to participate.  Both are 3 person teams and will take comparable time investments. Students who are unable to join a team or who will not do their part in team work will be assigned the ten page research paper for this assessment. Most of the work will be done this semester but will finish up next semester. The final grade for this will count next semester. 
Tech Prep Showcase: this event has students apply their knowledge that they have learned for the good of the community.  Students need to identify a need and come up with a plan to address that need.  Students must make sure they meet all the requirements of the competition. The major challenge is finding a target group. Students must work on a schedule or they will run out of time. Students will create a presentation of their work that will be presented to a panel of community judges.
Tech Prep Timeline:

September: identify a topic area, research topic area, become a master of sorts

October: identify target population, begin to contact person/group to access target population, begin to conceptualize presentation, finalize materials (materials must be professional looking)

November: rehearse presentations, finalize presentations, rehearse again (if you don’t you’ll look bad and make this program look bad), start presentations with target population

December: wrap up presentations, begin to formulate how you will present to judges, and begin to work on presentation materials. 

January: Create all materials needed to present to judges, rehearse judge presentations. 

Tuesday, January 26th at 6:00PM be ready to present – make sure you are off work, games, whatever – you will fail if you do not attend!!
Occupational Health & Safety: this event has teams evaluate safety of the school program as well as workplace safety. This event requires documentation of regular meetings. A notebook is created (any required material for the notebook will be purchased by the program).  The final notebook is presented to a panel of judges and the team is interviewed. 
Occupational Health & Safety Timeline:

September: figure out competition, call Mrs. Johnson

October: begin to plan segments 

November: do surveys and visits

December: begin work on notebook 

January: finish notebook and prepare to be interviewed

General Team Event Pointers:

· You represent ME, this program, and every kid (past and present) in the program in all public activities – you must be nothing less than the best!

· You MUST read and reread the contest specifications! Failing to meet the requirements will negatively impact your grade! 

· You must plan WELL in advance for these activities.  It is critical to plan ahead!

· You must document everything you do.  Take plenty of pictures, particularly video, collect artifacts, make anecdotal notes at each event, get feedback from participants, and try to get in the local papers, PTSA newsletter, and school newspaper. 

· Mention Centennial Skills USA more than Centennial Law & Justice
· Team members must do their part or be removed from a team and given a paper to write!
· You will present to or be interviewed by a panel of judges from our program advisory committee 

· Write thank you notes to anyone who helps you!
