Period:

     Small Particle Reagent 


Molybdenum Disulfide (MoS2) – or Small Particle Reagent - is a latent print developer that can be used on wet surfaces and even underwater. 
You will need: bottle of Small Particle Reagent, paper towels, and a spray bottle of water. 

Go outside and look to the left you will see a white trailer. Go over to the trailer. Choose a spot that looks like it has not been used on the bottom half of the trailer. First period should use spaces near the bottom; third period should use spaces about two feet from the bottom; and fourth should use spaces about four feet from the bottom. 

Run your hand through your hair. Place a print on the trailer. Spray the area with water to simulate rain. Then spray the area thoroughly with the Small Particle Reagent. You will document your observations below. 

Now wipe the area thoroughly with a paper towel and clean up.

How quickly did the prints develop? 

How clear were the prints? 

How many minutiae were visible in the best print?
