Approach & Arrest of Suspects
Essential Question: How is a person arrested properly?


Unit Assessment

Scenarios 
Day 1: Armed robbery
Set Up: Write a proper description of the suspects in advance.  Plant a zip lock bag of fake cash in the rear pocket of one suspect.  Plant a handgun in the small of the back of the other.  Make sure suspects behave the same in each scenario as much as possible.  

Students Arrive: Give students their radio.  They should already have their handcuffs.  Students should hand you a copy of their scoring rubrics. Tell them: “You are partners on foot patrol at the high school and on duty when you get the following radio call.”
Call on the radio: “All units this is a BOLO on a signal 44 at the Texaco station on the corner of Holcomb Bridge and Eves Road.  Suspects were described as (make descriptions that match almost identically your suspects using the proper format).  Weapon was described as a large gray semi-automatic.  A large amount of cash was taken in a zip lock bag.  Suspects fled on foot in the direction of Centennial High School. Nothing further at this time.”

At this time the suspects should walk around the corner and the evaluation begins.

Suspects should be compliant and cooperative in everything they do.  Remember these are first year students and just learning how to respond.  Evaluators may prompt students if they make major mistakes, get confused, or similar.  This assessment is as much about summarizing their learning experience as it is scoring their performance. 

The students should:

Control the suspects

Call into radio location

Get them into prone position

Handcuff

Search – discover the gun & money

Call into radio suspect info

Questions asked in debrief:

1) Was this an arrest?  Why?

2) Why were you able to legally search the suspects?

3) Articulate (or explain) why you could arrest these suspects.

Day 2: Entering Auto
Set Up: Write a proper description of the suspects in advance.  Plant a screwdriver in the small of the back of one suspect.  Place a baggie of “drugs” in the socks of the other.  Make sure suspects behave the same in each scenario as much as possible.  

Students Arrive: Give students their radio.  They should already have their handcuffs.  They should hand you a copy of their scoring rubrics. Tell them: “You are partners on foot patrol at the high school and on duty when you get the following radio call.” 

Call on the radio: “All units this is a BOLO on a signal 52 at Kohl’s at Centennial.  Suspects were described as (make descriptions match almost identically your suspects using the proper format).  They were seen using a screw driver to attempt to break into a vehicle when a traffic unit pulled into the parking lot.  Suspects were fleeing toward Centennial High School.  Nothing further at this time.”
At this time the suspects should walk around the corner and the evaluation begins.

Suspects should be compliant and cooperative in everything they do.  Remember these are first year students and just learning how to respond.  Evaluators may prompt students if they make major mistakes, get confused, or similar.  This assessment is as much about summarizing their learning experience as it is scoring their performance.

Set Up: Write a proper description of the suspects in advance.  Plant a Kroger bag of fake cash in rear pocket of one suspect.  Plant ski mask in small of the back of the other.  Make sure suspects behave the same in each scenario as much as possible.  

Students Arrive: Give students their radio.  They should already have their handcuffs.  They should hand you a copy of their scoring rubrics. Tell them: “You are partners on foot patrol at the high school and on duty when you get the following radio call.”

Call on the radio: “All units this is a BOLO on a signal 44 at the Wachovia Bank in Kroger at Centennial Station on the corner of Holcomb Bridge and Eves Road.  Suspects were described as both wearing a ski mask and (make descriptions match almost identically your suspects using the proper format).  A large amount of cash was taken in a Kroger bag.  Suspects fled on foot in the direction of Centennial High School. Nothing further at this time.”

At this time the suspects should walk around the corner and the evaluation begins.
